'Bharat Ratna' Madan 
Mohan Malaviya was a 
veteran Indian statesman, 
e d u c a t i o n i s t  a n d  
independence activist.  
Decades long political 
career of Malaviya saw him 
serving as President of the 
'Indian National Congress' 

four times. He is remembered as the founder of the 
largest residential university of Asia and one of the 
largest in the world, the 'Banaras Hindu University' 
(BHU). 

Malaviya was born in Allahabad, on 25 December 
1861, to Pandit Baijnath and Moona Devi Malaviya. 
His ancestors, known for their Sanskrit scholarship, 
originally hailed from Malwa (Ujjain) in the present-
day state of Madhya Pradesh and hence came to be 
known as 'Malaviyas'. Their original surname was 
'Chaturvedi'. 

Malaviya matriculated in 1879 from the Muir 
Central College, now known as Allahabad University 
and in July 1884, started his career as an assistant 
master at the Govt. High School in Allahabad. In 
1891, he completed his LL.B. from Allahabad 

University and started practice in Allahabad 
District Court and then from 1893, practised at the 
High Court. He soon earned huge respect as one of 
the most brilliant lawyers of the Allahabad High 
Court. He gave up his legal practice when he was at 
his pinnacle in 1911 on his 50th birthday so that he 
could serve the nation thereafter.

This visionary had anticipated that political 
independence will become meaningful only when we 
mould a generation of progressive and cultured 
young people. For this, a world-class university was 
the need of the hour. In April 1911, Annie Besant met 
Malaviya and they decided to work for a common 
Hindu University in Varanasi.  Thus Banaras Hindu 
University (BHU) was established in 1916, through 
a Parliamentary legislation, the 'B.H.U. Act 1915', 
and today it remains a prominent institution of 
learning in India.  For almost two decades he served 
as Vice Chancellor of the BHU, the university with 
departments in sciences, medicine, engineering, 
technology, law, agriculture, arts and performing 
arts, with the strength of over 35,000 students.

Malaviya had made remarkable contribution in the 
field of journalism. He was associated with various 
papers and magazines in English and Hindi. He

'Hindustan Times' from 1924 to 1946. His efforts 
resulted in the launch of its Hindi edition named 
'Hindustan Dainik' in 1936. His poems were 
published under the pseudonym 'Makrand' in 
'Harischandra Chandrika' magazine and his articles 
on religious and contemporary subjects were 
published in 'Hindi Pradeepa'.

Before Independence, Malaviya was the only leader 
of the Indian National Congress who was appointed 
as its President for four terms. He was an important 
figure in the Non-cooperation movement. In 1928 he 
joined Lala Lajpat Rai, Jawaharlal Nehru and many 
others in protesting against the Simon Commission, 
which had been set up by the British to consider 
India's future. Malaviya was a delegate at the 
Second Round Table Conference in 1931. Mahatma 
Gandhi considered him to be his conscience-keeper 
and called him his elder brother on public platforms. 
The 'Mahamana' title was conferred on him by 
Mahatma Gandhi. 

Malaviya played an important 
p a r t  i n  t h e  r e m o v a l  o f  
untouchability and in giving 
d i r e c t i o n  t o  t h e  H a r i j a n  
movement. He also worked for the 
eradication of caste barriers in 
temples. 

Malaviya was one of the founders 
of Scouting in India and became 

its first Chief Scout. In 1913, he started a scouting 
inspired organisation called 'All India Seva Samiti'. 

It was Pandit Malaviya, who gave the slogan 
'Satyameva Jayate' (Truth alone will triumph,) from 
the Mundakopanishad as the National slogan. He 
started the tradition of Aarti at 'Har ki Pauri'– 
Haridwar to the sacred Ganga River, which is 
performed till date. 

The Indian Postal department issued stamps in his 
honour in 1961 and 2011 to celebrate his 100th and 
150th birth anniversaries ,  respectively.  
Mahamana's life size portrait was unveiled in the 
Central Hall of India's Parliament by the then 
President of India Dr. Rajendra Prasad, and his life-
size statue was unveiled in 1961 by the then 
President of India Dr. S. Radhakrishnan in front of 
the BHU main gate, on the occasion of his birth 
centenary. 

He was posthumously conferred with 'Bharat 
Ratna', India's highest civilian award, on 24 
December 2014.
