PERSONALITY OF THE MONTH ]

D K PATTAMMAL

DK Pattammal — a trend
setter, fave of Carnatic
music for 7 decades,
with no lineage, no
tutelage

A young girl in
Kanchipuram sings at her
school-day function. That is
as much her orthodox
father would allow in terms
of public recitals. And

D K Foiiammal
anyway, Alamelu had no guru or tutelage in Carnatic
music except her mother who had a smattering
knowledge of the art form. Even if she had been
tutored there was no one to welcome her on the
Carnatic stage, for she had no lineage or the right
gender.

When Carnatic music was freed from the fetters of
private sponsorship within the four walls of a
king/zamindar palace or a temple and entered the
public forum, it became predominantly a male
bastion, many of whom claimed their direct lineage
from the Carnatic trinity. But fate has its ways. That
this young girl should storm the Carnatic bastion,
braving all odds and dominate and influence it for 70
years, would be unthinkable then. Technology can
never be opposed.

When an art form needs to accept change, either in
content or performer status, it is usually technology

that gives it the thrust. In the 1930s, the
gramophone had changed the music industry. With
no electricity required, it penetrated the nook and
corner of the Presidency and made the audience
multifold. The Columbia Records company, looking
for new and fresh voices, was tipped off about the
schoolgirl and all hell broke loose.

With the company and the headmistress pleading for
the girl to be given a rightful chance, her orthodox
schoolmaster father was aghast. Finally, after a
sleepless month, he agreed and Alamelu, also called
Pattammal, took the first step in a pivotal role in
defying precepts and reserving a slot for women in
Carnatic music. Pattammal had no formal guru and
modelled her style after ace musician Naina Pillai
whom she thought as her 'manasika guru'. The
concept was quite common in Indian -culture,
starting from Ekalayva in the Mahabharata, where
one who could not get trained by a guru had him as
aninspiration.

Pattammal's father soon had a total change of heart.
He swayed to the side of his daughter, willing to bear
any snide remarks his orthodox community would
offer him. He even moved to Madras to get her better
chances (both Pattammal's father and husband
Eswaran would go all out to help her progress in her
career, which was very fortunate). Her father even
accompanied her on stage with a tambura to show
solidarity. Pattammal was a woman in a hurry. After

giving her radio performance for Madras
Corporation Radio, at the age of 13, she gave her first
public concert at the Madras Rasika Ranjani Sabha.

Pattammal could not have succeeded if this had
happened half a century earlier. The freedom
movement encompassed liberation and equal rights
to women, making orthodox communities more
liberal to women.

At the time DKP Amma started her musical career, it
was considered improper for a woman from a
traditional Brahmin family to give public concerts.
Carnatic music concerts thus came to be a male-
dominated sphere. With her quiet, calm demeanour,
Amma turned out to be an unlikely revolutionary.
Not only did she perform publicly she also became
the first woman to have performed Ragam Thanam
Pallavi, then considered to be a male stronghold and
the most difficult concert piece in Carnatic music.
She even earned the moniker “Pallavi Pattamal”
thanks to her performances! So much so that the
mridangam maestro Vidwan Palghat Mani Iyer, who
would traditionally accompany only male singers,
made an exception in her case. She would include
patriotic songs in her classical concerts, in the pre-
Independence era when such deeds were frowned
upon by the authorities.

If it was Pattammal's resonant voice and delicate
diction of lyrics that got her attention, so did her
choice of songs. The inclusion of patriotic songs in
her concerts in the pre-Independence times won
hearts. She was known to mesmerize her audiences
through her sonorous voice and was a complete
musician in every sense — with her strong technical
hold on pitch, rhythm and enunciation of lyrics.

She was an authority on Muthuswami Dikshitar's
compositions and was often referred to as the
encyclopaedia of his work. She learnt the original
versions of Dikshitar's compositions through his
descendant Ambi Dikshitar, and also learnt with
Justice T.L. Venkatrama Iyer, an eminent authority
for Dikshitar's work. She popularised several of
Dikshitar's compositions including Shri Natthadhi
(ragam Mayamalavagowla), Manasa Guruguha
(Ananda Bhairavi), Gunijanadhi (Gurjari),
Ranganayakam (Nayaki), Mamava Pattabirama
(Manirangu) and Minakshi Memudham (Purvi
Kalyani).

She also performed the compositions of Papanasam
Sivan and Subramania Bharathiyar. When cinema
spoke in 1931, actresses had to be singers too. With
some versatile experimentation, when very
beautiful actresses landed in the studio with voices

rivalling chainsaws, playback singing was
introduced. Pattammal's first cine song 'Desa Sevai
Seyya Vaareer..." (Come, serve the country...)
written by Kalki for Thyagabhoomi was banned by
the British. Not an auspicious start. And true to it,
Pattammal slowly withdrew from the cine industry
and concentrated on the Carnatic stage. And while
she was involved, though the industry longed for
more of her songs, she was specific about devotional
or patriotic themes. But in that short career,
Pattammal was the voice of Bharathi. No Bharathi
song arguably had been heard by so many people
before as hers in the AVM movie Naam Iruvar.
(Aaduvome Pallu Paaduvome..., and Vetri Ettu
Dhikkum...) AVM honoured her by mentioning her
name before the song sequence began. Interestingly,
after a gap of 50 years after she moved away (in
2000), Ilaiyaraaja would take recording gear to her
home and had her sing Vaishnav Janato for Kamal
Haasan's Hey Ram.

DKP Amma was not just a heavyweight in Carnatic
music as a singer but also as a loving Guru. Though
she herself did not receive formal training in
Carnatic music, ironically enough, she went on to
train some of the greatest singers in the field. Under
her tutelage, her brother D.K. Jayaraman went on to
earn the Sangeeta Kalanidhi title. She also taught
her daughter-in-law Lalitha Sivakumar who would
frequently accompany her on stage. Today, her
granddaughter and disciple Smt. Nithyashree
Mahadevan is a well-known name in Carnatic music
circles.

During her musical career of almost 7 decades, she
received many awards and titles, including the
Padma Bhushan in 1971 (India's third highest
civilian honour) and the Padma Vibhushan in 1998
(India's second-highest civilian honour). She earned
the title of Gana Saraswathi at the young age of 27.
She was also the recipient of Sangeetha Kalanidhi
(1970), the highest honour bestowed on a Carnatic
musician. In 2014, the president of India, Pranab
Mukherjee, released a set of commemorative stamps
torecognise the virtuosity of this evergreen singer.

Ironically, the singer who had been denied formal
training would go on to train many promising
singers and left in her make a lineage of committed
pupils. Pattammal, who sang till she was 90, broke
many glass walls. She was a self made artist in a
field where proper coaching and a plethora of
patrons could only help one survive. Along with ML
Vasanthakumarri and MS Subbulakshmi, she is
included in the female Trinity of Carnatic Music.

RUKMINI DEVI ARUNDALE

Legendary Bharatanatyam dancer who could have been the President of India

Rukmini Devi, founder of
Kalakshetra, is credited with
giving Bharatana tyam
makeover from sensuous art
form to more spiritual &
devotional character.

Born on a rare, leap year day
on 29 February in 1904,
Rukmini Devi's legacy lives on long after her death.
Her contribution to the performing arts industry is
unmatchable and one cannot ignore the shackles of
caste and community she broke with it. The institute
she founded, Kalakshetra, has gained international
recognition and become synonymous with all things
“classical” in India.

Her tryst with Bharatanatyam was by chance and can,
in part, be credited to her husband and her father's
intellectual leanings. She was greatly influenced not
just by her father but also by Annie Besant, supporter
of the Indian nationalist movement, women's rights
activist, and Theosophical Society's co-founder and
president (1907-33).She came from a family of
theosophists and broke social norms by marrying an
English theosophist, George Arundale, when she was
just 16. She accompanied her husband on tours,
theosophical missions, around the world. It was on one
such tour that she met renowned ballet dancer, Anna
Pavlova, who introduced her to the Western classical
form way before Bharatanatyam ever came into the
picture. It was on Pavlova's request that she began
learning ballet. Pavlova had also advised Rukmini to
encourage the dancer within her by seeking
inspiration in classical Indian dance forms. Taking
this advice to heart, Rukmini embarked on a campaign
to learn, practice and promote Bharatanatyam. She
didn't just want to revive a dying Indian dance form,
she wanted to reverse the negative social stereotypes
associated with it.

After completing her formal training under
Bharatnatyam maestro Pandanallur Meenakshi
Sundaram Pillai, Rukmini gave her first public
performance on stage at the Theosophical Society in
1935, setting a precedent for Indian women to practice
and perform the dance form that had been
traditionally restricted only to the devadasi
community.

Soin 1936, she and her husband set up Kalakshetra, a
dance and music institution built around the ancient
Indian Gurukul system. She wanted Kalakshetra to
have everything — the music, the dance, the story. But
most importantly, she wanted it to be pure and

classical. The academy “provided an institutional
setting for the students of music and dance”. It
included a high school, a senior secondary school, and
an arts academy where music and dance were often
taught under sprawling trees.

Other than conceiving and choreographing numerous
bharatanatyam pieces, Rukmini developed a unique
curriculum to broaden the dance's appeal, that
included aesthetically designed jewellery, costumes
and stage scenarios. She also set up a weaving and
vegetable-dyeing centre for Indian saris where
traditional patterns were sourced, woven and worn.

Rukmini Devi “retained the positive aspects of the
system and persuaded outstanding musicians and
dance gurus tojoin the faculty and created for them an
ambiance devoid of commercial considerations”.
Today, the prestigious academy has given the world
legendary dancers such as Radha Burnier, Sarada
Hoffman and Yamini Krishnamurthy among others.
Leela Samson, her disciple once said, “She wasn't
training us just to be dancers. Time and again she
would tell us to be good citizens; good human beings.”

Prime Minister Shri Morarji Desai offered to
nominate her for the post of President of India, which
she politely declined. The choice was very widely
appreciated and if she agreed, she would have been
elected unanimously. But her refusal spoke volumes of
her character, wisdom and sagacity and exemplified
the values of renunciation and sacrifice that India has
traditionally inculcated.”

In the following decades, Rukmini went on to become
one of India's most celebrated dancers as well as the
foremost revivalist of Indian classical forms. In 1956,
she was awarded the Padma Bhushan and in 1967,
received the Sangeet Natak Akademi Award. An
animal lover, she was also the first Chairperson of the
Animal Welfare Board and played a key role in passing
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act in 1952.
Rukmini is best known for her visionary work in the
fields of dance, culture, and education that catalysed a
renaissance in Indian classical dance forms. After a
lifetime spent working for the revival of traditional
Indian art forms, Rukmini Devi Arundale passed
away on February 24, 1986, at the ripe old age of 82.
Rukmini Devi's contribution to the art form's revival
can be summarised in three points: “Her sense of
aesthetics to enhance the beauty of dance
presentation; replacing tawdry dance-wear with
exquisitely designed costumes and jewellery and
presenting the dance in beautiful settings.”

Anandi Gopal Joshi: First Female Doctor
(1865 - 1887)

- and the first Indian woman to obtain a
medical degree in the United States.
She opened the gates for many young
Indian women who wanted to do more
than devote their life to household
chores.

Long-Distance Swimmer
(1940 - 1994)

She was the first Indian and Asian
woman to swim across the English
Channel in 1959; first female
sportsperson to be awarded Padma
Shri—the fourth highest civilian award
in India—in 1960.

Asima Chatterjee: Scientist (1917 - 2006)

malarial drugs. She also wrote
numerous research papers illustrating
the medicinal properties of plants.

Lakshmi Sahgal : Freedom Fighter
(1914 - 2012)

Lakshmi Sahgal was a revolutionary of
the Indian independence movement, an
officer of the Indian National Army, and
the Minister of Women's Affairs in the
Azad Hind government. Lakshmi is
commonly referred to in India as
Captain Lakshmi, a reference to her rank when
taken prisoner in Burma during the Second World
War.

Chandramukhi Basu: India's First Female
Graduate (1860 - 1944)

One of the first two female graduates of
the British Empire in 1882 along with
Kadambini Ganguly. Now, this may not
feel like a significant thing. But they
| achieved this at a time when the
English ruled India.

Cornelia Sorabji: First Female Lawyer
(1866 - 1954)

She was the first female advocate in
India; first woman to study law at
Oxford University. It's been discovered
that she helped nearly 600 clients over
the course of her career, which is no
small feat given the obstacles she had
to overcome.

Janaki Ammal: Scientist (1897 - 1984)

She conducted research on sugarcane
and egg plants (brinjal); She was the
first Indian woman with a Ph.D. in
botany. The sugarcane juice that we
have might have been cultivated from
the research findings of this lady.

Justice Anna Chandy: First Female High Court
Judge (1905 - 1996)

First female judge in India; founded a
magazine named Shrimati, which
aimed to promote the cause of women's

l rights.

Kalpana Chawla: First Female Indian
Astronaut (1962 - 2003)

She was the first Indian woman to
travel to space. She was an Indian born
American astronaut and mechanical
i engineer.

Kamaladevi Chattopadhyay: First Female
Candidate Social Activist (1903 -
1988)

She was the first female candidate to
run for a Legislative seat in India.

Although she reached the world's 2nd
in 2009, it was only in 2015 that she
was able to attain the world no. 1 ranking, thereby
becoming the only female player from India and
overall the second Indian player — after Prakash
Padukone — to achieve this feat. She has represented
India three times in the Olympics, winning a bronze
medal in her second appearance at the London 2012
olympics.

Mary Kom : Six times world champion

She is an Indian amateur boxer,
politician, and incumbent Member of
Parliament, Rajya Sabha. She is the
only woman to win the World Amateur
Boxing Championship six times, the
only female boxer to have won a medal
in each one of the first seven World
Championships, and the only boxer (male or female)
to win eight World Championship medals.
Nicknamed Magnificent Mary, she is the only Indian
female boxer to have qualified for the 2012 Summer
Olympics, competing in the flyweight (51 kg)
category and winning a bronze medal.

Koneru Humpy : Youngest Grandmaster

She is an Indian chess player best
known for winning the FIDE Women's
rapid chess championship in 2019. In
2002, she became the youngest woman
ever to achieve the title of
Grandmaster (GM) at the age of 15
years, 1 month, 27 days, beating Judit
Polgar's previous record by three months (this record
was subsequently broken by Hou Yifan in 2008).

Lilavati Munshi

Lilavati Munshi was an Indian
politician and Gujarati essayist. She
was a member of the Bombay
Legislative Assembly from 1937 to
1946 and the Rajya Sabha from 1952 to
1958 as a member of the Indian
National Congress. She wrote essays
and sketches. Lilavati was born on 21 May 1899 in a
Gujarati Jain family of Keshavlal.

In 1926, she married Gujarati writer Kanaiyalal
Maneklal Munshi. They had two sons and four
daughters. Since the 1920s, she was associated with
the Indian independence movement. She
participated in the Salt Satyagraha and the Civil
Disobedience Movement. She was imprisoned by the
British authorities for her activism.

In the 1950s, she founded the Society for the
Prevention of Unhealthy Trends in Motion Pictures
in Bombay. In 1954, she moved a resolution to
prohibit screening of 'undesirable’ films and obscene
scenes, which was adopted by the House following
which the government amended the Cinematograph
Actin 1959.

Rajammal P Devadas

Rajammal P Devadas was an Indian
nutritionist, educationist and a former
chancellor of Avinashilingam Institute
for Home Science and Higher
Education for Women, popularly
known as Avinashilingam Deemed
University. She was a member of the
State Planning Commission of Tamil Nadu, Tamil
Nadu Commission for Women and the elected vice
president of the World Food Conference. The
Government of India awarded her the fourth highest
civilian honour of the Padma Shriin 1992.

T.V.M. Thillai Ammal

| The amazing T.V.M. Thillai Ammal was
one of the early social workers among
the women of Coimbatore who added
lustre to the lives of the downtrodden.
T.V.M.Thillai Ammal was the second
daughter of T.A.Ramalingam Chettiar
the father of the Co operative
movement and the first Member of Parliament from
Coimbatore. She started Seva Nilayam with some
kids in 1949. Thillai Ammal started an Umber
Charkha training course and a type writing course
for widows in order to empower them. Seva Nilayam
became the home for a number of abandoned kids
and these kids grew up under her watchful eyes. The
kids who grew up at the Seva Nilayam were enriched
with education, social and moral values and a sound
traditional foundation that stood them well all their
life.

T.S. Soundaram Ramachandran

T. S. Soundaram Ramachandran was
an Indian physician, social reformer
and politician was the daughter of T. V.
Sundaram Iyengar. She was drawn to

the freedom struggle headed by Mahatma Gandhi.
He entrusted her with setting up an institution in a
rural area that would improve the lot of the poorest
of the poor. So was born the idea of Gandhigram,
where villagers were taught skills and provided
support to revive village industries and the economy
of the rural community. Dr.T.S.Soundaram threw
herself wholeheartedly into this project that focused
on healthcare, education, economic development and
social welfare in the rural communities in the
surrounding area. In 1947, Soundaram started the
Kasturba Hospital as a two-bed clinic in a house in
Chinnalapatti, a small town on the Madurai
Dindigul highway. Under the visionary leadership of
Dr Soundaram, the hospital made several inroads
into rural health and family welfare which is now a
220-bed hospital. Along with her husband, Dr. G.
Ramachandran, she notably founded the
Gandhigram Rural Institute in 1947 as a memorial
to Kasturba Gandhi. The Gandhigram Rural
Institute became a deemed university in 1976.

Krishnammal Jagannathan

Krishnammal Jagannathan is an
Indian social activist from the state of
Tamil Nadu. She and her husband,
Sankaralingam Jagannathan
protested against social injustice and
they are Gandhian activists. Her
work includes upliftment of the
landless, and the poor; she has
sometimes fought against governments as well as
bigindustries. She was earlier involved in the Indian
independence movement, along with her husband,
and was also a close associate of Vinoba Bhave. In
2008 she received the Right Livelihood Award, which
she shared with her husband. She was given the
Padma Bhushan; India's third highest civilian
award;in 2020.
