Western Education

Aravind Ghose, born in Calcutta on 15th August 1872,
lived 78 years. He passed from this life in Pondicherry
on 5th December,1950.

Wholly educated in England along with his two
brothers, he was given an entirely Western education
by their Anglophile father. After infant schooling at a
convent in Darjeeling, they were taken to England
From there they joined St. Paul's public school in West
London, and later went on to Cambridge University.

There Sri Aurobindo was a brilliant scholar, winning
record marks in the Classical Tripos examination. But
he had already been touched by a will for the
Independence of India, and did not wish to become an
official of the colonial administration - the position his
father and his education had marked him out for. He
managed to disqualify himself by failing to take the
mandatory riding test, and instead returned to India in
1893 in the service of the Indian princely State of
Baroda, where he remained up to 1906.

Nationalist Leader

In that year he returned to his birthplace, Calcutta, as
the first Principal of the new Bengal National College.
He resigned that post because of his increasingly active
involvement in the Nationalist Movement. Sri
Aurobindo was the first of the Nationalist leaders to
insist on full independence for India as the goal of the
movement, and for several years he lent all his
considerable abilities and energies to this struggle.
This led to him being arrested on a charge of treason

and being kept in solitary confinement for almost a
year as an 'under trial' prisoner in Alipore jail. During
this time he had a number of fundamental spiritual
experiences which convinced him of the truth of the
"Sanatana Dharma" - the ancient spiritual knowledge
and practice of India.

Pondicherry

After he was acquitted and released, this spiritual
awareness led him to take refuge from continuing
pursuit by the British authorities in Pondicherry, then
part of French India, where he devoted himself
intensively to the exploration of the new possibilities it
opened up to him. Supported by his spiritual
collaborator, The Mother, and using his new-found
spiritual capacities, he continued to work tirelessly for
the upliftment of India and the world. When India
gained its Independence on 15.8.1947, he responded to
the request for a message to his countrymen by

speaking of five dreams that he had worked for, and
which he now saw on the way to fulfilment.

Five Dreams
These five Dreams were:

"...arevolutionary movement which would create a free
and united India."

" ... the resurgence and liberation of the peoples of Asia
and her return to her great role in the progress of
human civilization."

"

.. a world-union forming the outer basis of a fairer,
brighter and nobler life for all ...[people].”

"...the spiritual gift of India to the world."

"... a step in evolution which would raise ...[humans] to
a higher and larger consciousness and begin the
solution of the problems which have perplexed and
vexed [...them] since [...they] first began to think and to
dream ofindividual perfection and a perfect society."

( VINOBA BHAVE - The founder of the Bhoodan Yajna )

Vinoba stands as a symbol for the
struggle of the good against the
evil, of spiritual against the
mundane. He was a spiritual
visionary, whose spirituality had
a pragmatic stance with intense
concern for the deprived. He was
a brilliant scholar who could
knowledge accessible to ordinary
people. He was Gandhi's ardent
follower, who could retain
originality in thinking. As S. Radhakrishnan pointed
out, "Indeed his life represents harmonious blend of
learning, spiritual perception and compassion for the
lowly and the lost." His Bhoodan (Gift of the Land)
movement started on April 18, 1951, he attracted the
attention of the world. Untouched by publicity and
attention, Vinoba had continued his efforts for a just
and equitable society. In fact, his life is a saga of his
commitment to nonviolent ways of bringing change, his
yearning for the highest level of spirituality and his
unwavering faith in human values and love.

Vinoba was born in a Brahmin family on September 11,
1895 at the village of Gagoda in Kolaba district of
Maharashtra. He was named Vinayak at birth and was
influenced by his mother Rukmini Devi, a religious
woman. His younger brother, Balkoba Shivaji,
remained unmarried and adopted a life of renunciation
and service to humanity like him.

Vinoba went and met Gandhi on June 7, 1916. This
meeting changed the course of Vinoba's life. Over the
years, the bond between Vinoba and Gandhi grew
stronger. Vinoba participated with keen interest in the
activities at Gandhi's ashram, like teaching, studying,
spinning and improving the life of the community.

Asked by Gandhi to take charge of the ashram at
Wardha, Vinoba went to Wardha on April 8, 1921. As
time passed his involvement with Gandhi's
constructive programmes related to Khadi, village
industries, new education (Nai Talim), sanitation and
hygiene also kept on increasing.

In 1925, he was sent by Gandhi to Vykom (in Kerala) to
supervise the entry of the Harijans to the temple and
also took part in the Quit India movement of 1942. On
April 18, 1951, his meeting with the villagers at
Pochampalli opened a new chapter in the history of
non-violent struggle. The Harijans of the village told
him that they needed 80 acres of land to make a living.
Referring to this, Vinoba asked the villagers if they
could do something to solve this problem. To
everybody's surprise, Ram Chandra Reddy, a landlord,
got up and showed his willingess to give 100 acres of
land. This incident, unplanned and unheard, showed a
way to solve the problem of the landless. The
Bhoodan(Gift of the Land)movement was launched.

He then walked from village to village, appealing for
gifts of land to be distributed among the landless and
relating the act of giving to the principle of ahimsa
(nonviolence), which had been adopted by Gandhi.
According to Bhave, land reform should be secured by a
change of heart and not by enforced government action.
Vinoba firmly believed that, “The people are our God."
Vinoba's contribution to the history of nonviolent
movement remains significant. It has to be noted that
Vinoba's movement rekindled faith in non-violence and
human values advocated by Gandhi. It presented an
alternative to violence and a vision of non-violent
society. Many of his ideas remain relevant and
inspiring in the strife-ridden modern times. He
breathed his last on November 15, 1982 at this ashram.

Dr M S Swaminathan is a great
visionary, ideal administrator,
successful innovator, determined
leader and a charismatic
institution builder. He studied
genetics because he wanted to
help poor farmers. He wanted to
make it possible for India to
produce enough grain to feed
people. His compassion towards
his mission and his scientific approach have helped him
convert his dream into reality. Love for his country and
the will to serve his countrymen topped everything else,
even leading him to ignore a promising academic career
in the US. His life teaches us that passion,
commitment, determination and hard work can make
our dreams come true.

Dr M S Swaminathan is undoubtedly one of the
greatest visionaries that our country has ever
produced. He is widely respected for his effective role in
sustainable development, advocacy of environmentally
sustainable agricultural practices and efforts towards
sustainable food security.

The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP)
has described Dr Swaminathan as “the father of
Economic Ecology ”. He is one of the three from India to
be included in Time Magazine's 1999 list of the 20 most
influential Asian people of the 20th century, the other
two being Mahatma Gandhi and Rabindranath Tagore.

Mahatma Gandhi played a big role in shaping
Dr Swaminathan's personality. He was influenced by
ideas of non-violence, Swadeshi and Poorna Swaraj.
He was also strongly influenced by the strong moral
character and work ethic of his parents. His father was
an ardent follower of Gandhi and young Swaminathan
was once taken to a rally in which British cloth was
burnt —alesson that the boy would never forget.

From his early childhood, Swaminathan interacted
with farmers. He had seen the suffering of his family
and other farmers due to fluctuations in the price of
crops, weather uncertainties, pests, etc. His family
wanted him to study medicine but something changed
his mind. During the Bengal famine and Second World
War, he saw food shortages and decided to dedicate his
life to a mission that India should never fall short of
food. He, therefore, chose a career in agriculture and
joined Coimbatore Agriculture College. While doing
extension works in Coimbatore, he felt convinced that
persons toiling in the fields know their job better than a
scientific expert and hence it is better to trust the
judgment of farmers.

He got an opportunity for a UNESCO fellowship in the
Netherlands in genetics. His mission for life and

compassion for his field made him choose genetics. He
also earned his PhD from the University of Cambridge.
After completing further studies at Wisconsin
University, he refused the offer of a prestigious
professorship. On asking why he did that, he said, “I
asked myself, why did I study genetics? It was to
produce enough food in India. So I came back.” Such
was his determination towards his goal and passion for
the country that nothing could persuade him
otherwise. A true patriot!

Swaminathan wanted to develop new and improved
varieties of seeds, better farming methods and better
soil and water management for his country. His larger
goal was to take the best of science and technology to
the mostly illiterate rural masses that depended on
agriculture not only for food but also for employment
and income. He had seen the miseries of farming
communities while growing up.

Swaminathan found that overpopulated India was
importing a vast amount of grain. He felt that
importing food was akin to importing unemployment.
This was despite the fact that 70 per cent of the
country's population was employed in agriculture. We
were supporting farmers in another country. In 2005 he
said, “I am firmly convinced that hunger and
deprivation can be eliminated sooner than most people
consider feasible, provided there is synergy among
technology, public policy and social action.”

When he had an opportunity to work at an
international level on a wide range of problems, he was
able to show his skills in leading consensus and
decision-making, building organisational structures
and networking of organisations. In 1999, he
introduced the concept of trusteeship management of
biosphere reserves.

He implemented the Gulfof Mannar Biosphere Reserve
Trust with financial support from the Global
Environment Facility (GEF). Following the 2004
Indian Ocean earthquake, he advised India to plant
new mangroves along the shoreline to minimise
damage from future tsunamis. Dr Swaminathan used
his skills in genetic engineering and his powers of
persuasion to make famine an unfamiliar word in Asia.
His high-tech inventions changed not only the
continent, but the world as well.

Swaminathan's approach to his work has been quite
pragmatic. He keenly observed the pitiable conditions
of fishermen and farmers and witnessed how they were
at the mercy of natural calamities. He chose villages
one by one as his pilot projects and found innovative
ways to use information technology to change the lives
of villagers. He established a minimalist
communications network to make their lives

comfortable. He took the help of the internet, email and
weather forecasts with ocean wave reports with the
result that farmers and fishermen at several places are

now more comfortable. Getting people to believe in
technology and improving lives using it has been his
life's mission.

Sudha Murty is one of India's
most well-known female
figures. From being a prolific
English and Kannada writer to
carrying out social work, here is
her story that will inspire you!

Sudha Murthy is one of those women who are born to
motivate others. From writing books to working
diligently for society, her life is a saga that you need to
know.

Sudha Murthy is an individual with a penchant for
creating waves of social reform and innovation with her
thoughts and actions. She is an entrepreneur,
philanthropist, and writer whose work has been
recognized across the country.

She is currently the chairperson and backbone of
Infosys, one of the leading IT companies in India.
Supporting the organization as a co-founder with her
husband and founder Narayan Murthy, she has
experimented with a wide range of careers. This
includes being an engineer, entrepreneur, author, and
philanthropist.

Sudha Murthy was born on 19th August 1950 to Vimala
Kulkarni and Dr. R. H. Kulkarni in Shiggaon, a village
in Karnataka. Her father was a surgeon and a professor
in the local university, while her mother was a school
teacher.

The middle-class family was extremely education-
oriented and supported Sudha in all of her academic
endeavors.

A dedicated, sincere, and committed student, she
emerged as a topper in both her Bachelor's and
Master's degree.

Sudha Murthy is a pioneer in educational development
and an advocate of women's rights. Her postcard to the
Chairman of TELCO (known as Tata Motors today)
telling about the gender bias in the recruitment process
is proof of this. As a result of the blunt note, she was
called to a special interview and immediately employed
as the first female engineer in India. Consequently, she
joined as a Development Engineer, and the job
responsibilities included redefining the job policies of
the organization.

On July 2nd, 1981, Sudha Murthy co-founded the IT
company, Infosys with her husband, Narayan Murthy,
supporting him with the initial investment.

Sudha Murthy is a proficient author in English,
Marathi, and Kannada. She is the writer of over 60
different English and Kannada books.

The country applauded and recognized her talents with
many awards including the Padma Shri in 2006.

Why is Sudha Murthy an inspiration?

A woman who refused to stay on the sidelines because of
the largely gender bias of the country, Sudha Murthy is
an icon to the youth of today. These 3 traits sum up her
personality and the reason for her being an inspiration:

1. Genuine and simple

Sudha Murthy is easily one of the richest women in the
country but is far from flaunting her wealth to the
masses. One of the key aspects about Sudha Murthy is
the simple values that she adheres to in a world that
emphasizes materialism. She sure knows the art of
simplicity and being a genuine human being is
something she does flawlessly!

2. Speaks her mind

Women, she believes, should not be afraid to express
themselves. She would not have been given a special
interview if she had not decided to speak up against
gender bias in the recruitment process.

The result of her honesty and fearlessness in sharing
her thoughts was her employment as the first woman
engineer in the country. Therefore, if you aspire to
develop your personality, Sudha Murthy is an excellent
figure to learn from!

3. Gives back to the society

One of the best things that we as human beings can do
is care for the underprivileged. Sudha Murthy stands
by the belief that money always changes hands, and
giving back to society fosters significant goodwill.

Her noble beliefs are reflected in her active
participation in social work for art and culture, public
hygiene, healthcare, poverty alleviation, and women
empowerment and education.

A benevolent, humble, and intelligent human being,
she continues to be an inspiration to the youth well into
her seventies. She is a role model for many people,
having written some of the most well-known works and
giving back to society with sincerity.
