MAHATMA GANDHI MEMORIAL AT COIMBATORE
History Etched at G D House in Coimbatore

The city of Coimbatore shares a special bond with
Mahatma and has played a seminal role in
nurturing the nationalist fervor in this region.
Mahatma had visited the city thrice and left
indelible footprints in this landscape. The simple
tiled-roof house of Shri G D Naidu family at
Podanur gained historical significance in 1934
when Mahatma stayed overnight in this house on
the 6th and 7th of February. This house had been
utilised at that time by Sri Avinashilingam Ayya,
the founder of the Ramakrishna Mission
Vidyalaya to run a small school for the Harijan
students. Ideologically, this simple abode become
an ideal space for the Mahatma to stay, who
patronized Harijan welfare and emancipation.

The G D House, embodies the memory and
message of Mahatma, and it is with this purpose,
under the guidance of Dr.B.K.Krishnaraj
Vanavarayar, the G D family has embarked upon a
noble initiative to create a memorial for the
Mahatma by restoring the G D House without
altering the character of the structure. The house,
now a memorial showcases the life and message of
the Mahatma was opened to the public from
02.10.2022. Padma Bhusan Smt.Krishnanammal
Jaganathan, Gandhian activist inaugurated the
memorial.

The memorial shall encompass four zones that
include exhibition, photo gallery, library and semi-
open conference space.

Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan
was a philosopher, author, and
the second President of India.
His birthday is celebrated as
Teachers Day across the
country.

Dr. Radhakrishnan ~ Several times we came across
the famous saying "When we think we know, we
cease to learn." These types of words always
motivate us to do higher learning in every phase of
life, as learning is a life-long process. Inside us, the
student will never fail if we have a teacher par
excellence, like Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan.

On Teachers Day we thank our teachers for all the
efforts that they putin to make us successful people.
Teachers play an important role in our lives. Without
them, growth as an individual and in a career is not
possible.

Since 1962, Teachers' Day in India is celebrated on
5" September every year to pay tribute to
Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan on his birth
anniversary.

Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan was born on 5%
September, 1888 at Tiruttani in Tamil Nadu. His
father and mother were Sarvepalli Veeraswami and
Sitamma.

Throughout his academic life, he was awarded
scholarships. He joined Voorhees College in Vellore
but later moved to the Madras Christian College at
the age of 17. In 1906, he had completed his Master's
degree in Philosophy and became a professor.

He was knighted in 1931 and since then till the
attainment of Independence, he was addressed as

Sir Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan. But after
independence, he came to be known as Dr. Sarvepalli
Radhakrishnan. In 1936, he was named as Spalding
Professor of Eastern Religions and Ethics at the
University of Oxford. Also, elected as the Fellow of
the All Souls College.

He was elected to the Constituent Assembly in 1946.
He served as ambassador to UNESCO and later to
Moscow.

In 1952, he became the first Vice President of India
and in 1962, he became the second President of
independent India.

He was awarded Bharat Ratna in 1954 and in 1961
the Peace Prize of the German Book Trade. In 1963,
he also received the Order of Merit and in 1975, the
Templeton prize for promoting the notion of “a
universal reality of God that embraced love and
wisdom for all people”. And amazing is that he had
donated the entire prize money to Oxford University.

In the memory of Dr. Radhakrishnan, Oxford
University started the Radhakrishnan Chevening
Scholarships and the Radhakrishnan Memorial
Award.

He had founded Helpage India, which is a non-profit
organisation for elderly and underprivileged people.

One more thing which we can't forget about him is
that when he became the President of India, he
accepted only Rs 2500 out of Rs 10,000 salary and the
remaining amount was donated to the Prime
Minister's National Relief Fund every month.

Hedied on 17 April, 1975.

We have to keep the memory alive of such a humble
man who had devoted his entire life to promote the
value of education and also gave Indians a new sense
of esteem by gracefully interpreting Indian thought
in western terms.

SIR M VISVESVARAYA
Father of Modern Mysore State

India's legendary dam builder and world-renowned
civil engineer Sir M Visvesvaraya's birth
anniversary is observed as Engineers' Day in India
on September 15. We bring you some facts about the
great engineer that he was.

Engineers' Day is celebrated on September 15 in
India to pay tribute to the greatest Indian Engineer,

Bharat Ratna Sir M Visvesvaraya. His full name is
Mokshagundam Visvesvaraya. He is also
referred to as Sir MV and the father of Modern
Mysore.

Sir Mokshagundam Visvesvaraya was born on
September 15, 1861 in Muddenahalli village in
Karnataka. At the age of 15, he lost his father, who

was a Sanskrit scholar. He

completed his early

education in Chikkaballapur

and then he moved to

Bangalore for his higher

education. In Pune, he joined

the Science College to study

Engineering and was

ranked first in the L.C.E.

and the F.C.E. Examinations

in 1883. The Government of Bombay offered him the

job of Assistant Engineer at Nasik. He successfully

implemented various projects as an engineer. In fact,

he was the brain behind the Krishnaraja Sagar
dam in Mysore

An irrigation system with water floodgates was

patented and installed by him at the Khadakvasla

reservoir near Pune. It was done to boost food supply

level and storage to the highest levels called as

'block system'in 1903. In 1912, he was appointed

as the Dewan by the Maharaja of Mysore. He
worked persistently for the overall development of
the state. During his tenure as Dewan, several
industries were established including Sandal Oil
Factory, the Soap Factory, the Metals Factory, the
Chrome Tanning Factory, and the Bhadravati Iron
and Steel Works.

In 1917, he helped in founding the Government
Engineering College at Bangalore and was later
named the Visvesvaraya College of Engineering in
his honour. In 1915, he was knighted as the
Commander of the Order of the Indian Empire
(KCIE) by the British for his work and contribution
to society.

In 1955, he was awarded by the Government of India
with India's highest honour 'Bharat Ratna' for his
persistent work in the fields of engineering and
education. He passed away in 1962 but his
achievements and contributions are remembered
and celebrated till date.

MS SUBBULAKSHMI
Nightingale of India

MS Subbulakshmi was a legendary

Carnatic musician. She was

popularly known as Nightingale of

India. Her rendering of bhajans

(devotional songs) was divine and
used to enthrall and transfix listeners, and transport
them into a different world

MS Subbulakshmi (Madurai Shanmukhavadivu
Subbulakshmi) was born as Kunjamma in the temple
city of Madurai on September 16, 1916. She was born
into a family of musicians. Her grandmother
Akkammal played the violin and her mother was a
veena artist.

MS Subbulakshmi started learning Carnatic music
from a very early age. She made her debut as a singer at
the age of eight and went on to perform in concerts, a
domain traditionally reserved for males. She began her
Carnatic classical music training under Semmangudi
Srinivasa Iyer and then Hindustani classical training
under Pandit Narayan Rao Vyas.

By the age of 17, Subbulakshmi was giving concerts on
her own, including major performances at the Madras
Music Academy, the prestigious center for the study
and promotion of Carnatic music. In 1940, she married
T. Sadasivam, a freedom fighter, and a follower of
Rajaji. He played a key role in advancing her career.

She also acted in a few Tamil films in her youth. Her
first movie "Sevasadanam" was released in 1938. MS

Subbulakshmi also played the male role of Narada in
"Savitri" (1941) to raise money for launching Kalki, her
husband's nationalist Tamil weekly. Her title role of the
Rajasthani saint-poetess Meera in the eponymous film
(1945) gave her national prominence. This movie was
re-made in Hindi in 1947. The movie had M.S
Subbulakshmi. singing the famous Meera bhajans,
with Dilipkumar Roy as the music director. Those
renditions by M.S. continue to haunt listeners to this
day. Following the success of the film she quit films and
turned wholly to concert music.

MS Subbulakshmi travelled to London, New York,
Canada, the Far East, and other places as India's
cultural ambassador. Her concerts at Carnegie Hall,
New York; the UN General Assembly on UN day in
1966; the Royal Albert Hall, London in 1982; and at the
Festival of India in Moscow in 1987 were significant
landmarks in her career.

MS Subbulakshmi received many honours and awards.
These include Padma Bhushan in 1954, Sangeetha
Kalanidhiin 1968 (She was the first woman recipient of
the title), Ramon Magsaysay award in 1974, the Padma
Vibhushan in 1975, the Kalidasa Samman in 1988, the
Indira Gandhi Award for National Integration in 1990,
and the Bharat Ratna in 1998. She was also honored as
the court-singer of Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams.
After the death of her husband Sadasivam in 1997, MS
Subbulakshmi stopped all her public performances.
She had no children. MS Subbulakshmi died on
December 11, 2004 after a briefillness.

/S DADABHAI NAOROJI

Azadiy,
Amrit Mahotsav

Naoroji is renowned for his work in
the Indian National Congress, of
which he was one of the founding
members and thrice the elected
presidentin 1886, 1893 and 1906.

Dadabhai Naoroji who is also known

as the “Grand Old Man of India” and
“Unofficial Ambassador of India” was an Indian
political leader, merchant, scholar and writer who
was a Liberal Party Member of Parliament in the
United Kingdom House of Commons between 1892
and 1895.

Let us look at some interesting facts about “The
Grand Old Man of India”:

Naoroji was born in Navsari on 4th September 1825
into a Gujarati-speaking Parsi Zoroastrian family
and educated at the Elphinstone Institute School.

In December 1855, he was appointed Professor of
Mathematics and Natural Philosophy in
Elphinstone College in Bombay becoming the first
Indian to hold such an academic position.

He travelled to London in 1855 to become a partner
in Cama & Co opening a Liverpool location for the
first Indian company to be established in Britain.

Interesting Facts about the Grand Old Man of India

Within three years, he had resigned on ethical
grounds.

In 1859, he established his own cotton trading
company, Dadabhai Naoroji & Co. Later, Naoroji
became Professor of Gujarati in University College
London.

In 1865, Naoroji directed and launched the London
Indian Society, the purpose of which was to discuss
Indian political, social and literary subjects.

In 1867 he also helped to establish the East India
Association, one of the predecessor organisations of
Indian National Congress with the aim of putting
across the Indian point of view before the British
public. This Association soon won the support of
eminent Englishmen and was able to exercise
considerable influence in the British parliament.

The organisation eventually merged with the Indian
National Association in 1885 becoming the Indian
National Congress - the Main Nationalist party that
campaigned for Indian Independence from British
rule, later the party of Gandhi and still a prominent
party in Indian politics today.

He passed away in Bombay on 30 June 1917 at the
ageof91
