Most of them
were imbibed the knowledge disseminated by
Western thinkers and philosophers and used it in the
local context. A shining example of this was a man
named Surendranath Banerjee. Known as the
'Father of Indian Nationalism', his contributions as a
teacher and a prolific politician are well documented
and remembered.

1885 was a pivotal moment in our history. The
Indian National Congress' first session was held in
Bombay in December. Being a prolific speaker,
Surendranath Banerjee became an integral part of
the organisation. Making his mark in the annual
sessions, he became the Congress president twice in
1895 and in 1902. Along with stalwarts like

Self knowledge is the beginning of Self Improvement
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Dadabhai Naoroji, Pherozeshah Mehta, Gopal
Krishna Gokhale, and others, Surendranath
Banerjee became a part of the 'Early Nationalists'
also known as the 'Moderates.' This very group of
politicians was known for demanding reforms from
the British Indian government in a peaceful manner
and without indulging in any form of agitation.
While staying friendly with the colonising power,
they fought for India's right to have a government of
its own. Being a firm believer of peaceful agitation,
Banerjee did not agree with the extremist ideology,
that wason arisein the 1900s.

When the Indian National; Congress was founded in
1885 in Bombay. Surenderanath Banarjee and his
organisation merged with the Indian National

Congress due to similar interests. He became the
president of the Indian National Congress in 1895 at
Poona and in Ahmedabad in 1902. Banarjee also
fought for the remarriage of widows and raising the
barrier for the age of marrying for girls.

Surendernath Banarjee became a messiah for the
people of Bengal and was one of the rising leaders
like Sarojini Naidu and Gopal Krishna Gokhale. He
promoted the use of goods that were Indian
manufactured and encouraged boycotting foreign
products. His popularity was huge and made him the
famous and indisputable leader of Bengal.
Surendranath Banerjee's name is etched in history
as one of the many people who instilled nationalistic
fervour in the youth of that time.

SIR JAGADISH CHANDRA BOSE

Pioneer in Radio Science

J C Bose was born on 30
November 1858 in Munshiganj,
Bengal Presidency, British
India. The place is now in
Bangladesh. His father was a
member of the Brahmo Samaj
and a deputy magistrate and
assistant commissioner.

In 1869, he enrolled at the Hare School and later St.
Xavier's School in Calcutta. In 1875, he joined St.
Xavier's College at Calcutta. He completed his BA
from the University of Calcuttain 1879.

Bose had wanted to study medicine at the University
of London but quit due to ill-health. He then studied
Natural Sciences at Christ's College, Cambridge
University and passed out with a BA in Natural
Sciences. He also secured a B.Sc. in 1884 and a D.Sc.
in 1896 both from the University of London.

Bose invented the Mercury Coherer which is a radio
wave receiver. This device was used by Guglielmo
Marconi to build a radio. Bose was thus a key figure
in the invention of the modern radio and also in sonic
technology. To many in the scientific community, he
is known as a pioneer in radio science.

Bose contributed significantly to the development of
remote wireless signalling. He was also one of the
pioneers of wireless communications.

In 1894, Bose demonstrated in Calcutta that
communication signals can be transmitted without
wires by sending electromagnetic waves 75 feet
passing through walls and remotely ringing a bell
and igniting some gunpowder.He was also a pioneer
in the arena of microwave devices.Bose holds the
first patent in the world for a solid-state diode
detector used to detect electromagnetic waves.

Bose was also renowned for his work on the
physiology of plants. He believed that plants could
feel and were aware of their surroundings. He was
the first person to prove that plants feel pain and
understand affection. He demonstrated the
electrical nature of plant stimuli (like wounds,
chemical agents, etc.). He researched the seasonal
effect on plants and also the effect of chemical
inhibitors and temperature on plants.

He was also a science fiction writer in Bengali.
Largely unaccredited for his work on radio
communications until recently, there has been an
understanding of his work and his contributions to
the development of modern wireless
communications in recent times. He is now regarded
as one of the fathers of radio science.

He is also the discoverer of millimetre length
electromagnetic waves.

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Dr. SALIM MOIZUDDIN ABDUL ALI

Birdman of India

Dr Salim Moizuddin Abdul Ali
was the pre-eminent
ornithologist of India who was
born on November 12, in 1896,
Mumbai, Maharashtra.
Orphaned at a very young age,
Ali was brought up by his
maternal uncle, Amiruddin
Tyabji. Uncle Amiruddin was a
keen hunter and nature-lover. Under his guidance
young Ali learnt his first lessons in hunting and
became aware of the nature around him.

WS Millard, the then secretary of the Bombay
Natural History Society (BNHS), introduced the
young Ali to the serious study of birds and also
showed him the BNHS's collection of stuffed birds
and provided other valuable help and
encouragement. His research work is considered
highly influential in the development of ornithology.
He published a research paper discussing the nature
and activities of the weaver bird in 1930 which made
him famous in the field and earned him the name
“The Birdman of India”.

Here are a few facts about Salim Ali, the great
visionary and the world famous ornithologist: Ali
became a guide lecturer in 1926 at the natural

history section of Mumbai's Prince of Wales
Museum. He was one of the very first scientists to
carry out systematic bird surveys in India and
abroad. Ali was an influential figure in Indian
wildlife conservation and environmentalist circles in
the post-Independence era

Salim not only researched about birds, but also
contributed to the arena of protection of nature. For
his extraordinary efforts, he was given an
international award of INR 5 lacs, but he donated all
the money to Bombay Natural History Society. He
received Padma Bhushan in the category of Civilian
Award in the field of Science and Engineering in
1958 and was honoured by the Government of India
with Padma Vibushanin 1976

He wrote The Book of Indian Birds, Pictorial Guide
to the Birds of the Indian Subcontinent and
Handbook of the Birds of India and Pakistan (8
volumes), co-authored by Salim Ali and S. Dillon
Ripley. In a tribute to Salim Ali, ecologist Madhav
Gadgil wrote in November 1996 in Current Science
that, "Salim Ali will be remembered as the man who
taught Indians to appreciate, to study at first hand,
to treasure, to work towards conserving the rich
living heritage of the country." Dr Ali passed away in
1987 at the age of 91, after a prolonged battle with
prostate cancer

> | Lakshmi Bai, was born on
8 November 19, 1835, at Kashi,
India. She was a leader of the
Indian Mutiny of 1857-58 and
queen of Jhansi.

Brought up in the household of the
peshwa (ruler) Baji Rao II,
Lakshmi Bai had an wunusual
upbringing for a Brahman girl. Growing up with the
boys in the peshwa's court, she was trained in
martial arts and became proficient in sword fighting
and riding. She married the maharaja of Jhansi,
Gangadhar Rao, but was widowed without bearing a
surviving heir to the throne. Following established
Hindu tradition, just before his death the maharaja
adopted a boy as his heir. Lord Dalhousie, the British

governor-general of India, refused to recognize the
adopted heir and annexed Jhansi in accordance with
the doctrine of lapse. An agent of the East India
Company was posted in the small kingdom to look
after administrative matters.

The 22-year-old queen refused to cede Jhansi to the
British. Shortly after the beginning of the mutiny in
1857, which broke out in Meerut, Lakshmi Bai was
proclaimed the regent of Jhansi, and she ruled on
behalf of the minor heir. Joining the uprising against
the British, she rapidly organized her troops and
assumed charge of the rebels in the Bundelkhand
region. Mutineers in the neighbouring areas headed
toward Jhansi to offer her support.

Under Gen. Hugh Rose, the East India Company's

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forces had begun their counteroffensive in
Bundelkhand by January 1858. Advancing from
Mhow, Rose captured Saugor (now Sagar) in
February and then turned toward Jhansi in March.
The company's forces surrounded the fort of Jhansi,
and a fierce battle raged. Offering stiff resistance to
the invading forces, Lakshmi Bai did not surrender
even after her troops were overwhelmed and the
rescuing army of Tantia Tope, another rebel leader,
was defeated at the Battle of Betwa.

Lakshmi Bai managed to escape from the fort with a
small force of palace guards and headed eastward,
where other rebels joined her. Tantia Tope and
Lakshmi Bai then mounted a successful assault on
the city-fortress of Gwalior. The treasury and the
arsenal were seized, and Nana Sahib, a prominent
leader, was proclaimed as the peshwa (ruler). After
taking Gwalior, Lakshmi Bai marched east to Morar
to confront a British counterattack led by Rose.
Dressed as a man, she fought a fierce battle and was
killed in combat. She died on June 17, 1858.

The natural dyes have held untold importance in our
lives for thousands of years, providing not only
aesthetic satisfaction but utilitarian uses as well.
The oldest and most widely used dye is indigo, which
has been used in India for the last four thousand

years. Natural dyes are dyes or colourants derived
from plants, animals, or minerals.

Our Science Club mates tried extracting dye from
plants and printing shapes on a cloth. They were
committed in collecting the required materials and
executing the idea. Beetroot was used to extract red
dye, turmeric for yellow and young leaves of atropa
for green dye. The students of Grade 6 used lady's
finger and onion to make templates for printing on
the white cloth they had. It was a magical moment for
them as they watched the etched prints appearing
bright on the cloth. They even tried to make one
composite colour 'orange' by mixing red and yellow.
