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some of his great moves in pushing Tamil Nadu
towards technological progress.

He was a strong Indian Patriot who championed the
upliftment of the oppressed classes. “An injection
from a doctor who is from an oppressed class will not
kill anyone. Buildings built by engineers from
oppressed classes will have the same quality as that
built by any other engineer. Given the chance,
anyone can pursue the career of their dreams” —
these were his golden words on providing equal
opportunities to all classes. He expressed that unity
is of utmost importance if we want to grow.

Kamarajar was a devout follower of Gandhian
principles. In 1963, he stepped down from the Chief
Minister post and decided to take up an
administrative post in the Congress party. After
Nehru, only 2 members garnered the same level of
respect from the members as Nehru received — one
was Jayaprakash Narayan, and the other was
Kamarajar. When Kamarajar was offered the
position of Prime minister, he refused it and
recommended Lal Bahadur Shastri for the position.
He preferred to walk Gandhi's path of serving people.

Though Kamarajar considered all Indian languages
special, he particularly honoured his mother tongue,
Tamil. He made Tamil a medium of instruction to
facilitate easy learning. He made sure that all
technical subjects were translated to Tamil for the
convenience of students. Typewriters with Tamil
keys were made mandatory in Government offices
during Kamarajar's period.

Unlike his contemporaries, Kamarajar did not have
oratory skills. He built his reputation solely with his
deeds. Despite no memorable speeches, no grandeur,
no show off to make people remember him by, people
still honour him on July 15, his birthday with folk
songs. Such is the respect he garnered.

Kamarajar staunchly believed that the law was for
the people and it is not the other way around. In his
rule, no plan was postponed by mere red-tapism.
'Kamarajar Aatchi', which translates to
'Kamarajar's administration', is a famous phrase in
Tamil Nadu. But it means more than an
administration style. It means honesty, simplicity,
compassion and kindness in personal life too. It also
refers to the determination it took for a person from
an oppressed class to scale such great heights. If an
honest and simple person from an oppressed
community gets to rule Tamil Nadu, every citizen
would utter the word 'Kamarajar Aatchi' without
any prompting.

Kamaraj was called kingmaker because he played a
crucial role in the appointment of India's two Prime
Ministers — Lal Bahadur Shastri in the year 1964
and again Indira Gandhi in the year 1966. Thus,
people fondly called him the Gandhi of South India or
even the Black Gandhi. In his home state Tamil
Nadu, the denizens still credit him for spreading
education facility to the thousands under the poverty
line

During his tenure as Chief Minister, when the
municipality of Virudhunagar provided a direct
water connection to his house in his hometown,
Kamarajar ordered it to be disconnected
immediately as he did not want any special
privileges. He refused to use the Z-level security that
was provided to him as the CM of Tamil Nadu and
instead travelled with just one police patrol vehicle.
He did not marry, did not own any property and was
never tempted by power. When he died, he left
behind 130 rupees, 2 pairs of sandals, 4 shirts, 4
dhotis and a few books.

Kamaraj died at his home, on Gandhi Jayanti day (2
October 1975). He was aged 72 and died in his sleep
due to a heart attack.

Dr. MANGALAMPALLI BALAMURALIKRISHNA

Mangalampalli Balamurali Krishna was born on 6
July 1930 in Sankaraguptam village, East Godavari
District, Andhra Pradesh. His father
Pattabhiramayya was an artiste with expertise in
playing the flute, violin and veena, while his mother
Sooryakantamma, was an accomplished veena
player.

A legendary musician

At a very young age MuraliKrishna showed keen
interest in Carnatic music and his father approached
Parupalli Ramakrishnayya Pantulu (1883-1951) to
accept eight-year-old Muralikrishna as his student.

With his Guru Parupalli Ramakrishnayya's
blessings Muralikrishna made his debut at a music
festival in Vijaywada on July 18, 1940. Listening to

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the young Muralikrishna's
concert, the great Harikatha
exponent Musunuri
Suryanarayana Bhagavathar gave
him the title of “Bala”. Thereafter
Muralikrishna came to be known
as Balamurali Krishna.

: By the age of fifteen he had
Balamurali K"IShna mastered all the 72 melakartha
ragas (i.e., fundamental musical scales in Carnatic
music and parent ragas) and had composed krithisin
the same. The Janaka Raga Manjari was published
in 1952 and recorded as Raagaanga Ravali in a nine-
volume series by the Sangeeta Recording Company.

Balamuralikrishna debuted on All India Radio on
July 2, 1941 and became very popular thereafter and
started giving concerts.

In 1944, Balamuralikrishna accompanied legendary
Carnatic vocalists like Ariyakudi Ramanuja Iyengar
and Chitoor Subramaniaya Pillai on the viola. He
was only 23 when he was honoured with the
President of India's gold medal in 1953.

In 1967, Balamuralikrishna debuted on the silver
screen in the famous mythological Telugu film
Bhakta Prahlada, starring great actors Anjali Devi
and SV Ranga Rao. As an actor, music director and
playback singer, he contributed to over 30 films in
Tamil, Telugu, Kannada, Malayalam and Sanskrit.
He was also one of the first vocalists to sing the entire
12th century Sanskrit text Gita Govindam written

by poet Jayadeva. He performed Jugalbandis with
his contemporaries in Hindustani music — Pt.
Bhimsen dJoshi, Pandit Hariprasad Chaurasia,
Pandit Ajoy Chakrabarty and Kishori Amonkar.

He was honoured as state musician of Tamil Nadu
and Andhra Pradesh and Asthana Vidwan of
Sringeri Peetam and Tirumala Tirupathi
Devasthanam. He performed a rare concert, for the
first time in the history of TTD, in front of the 'Maha
Dwaram' of the temple in 2008 with thousands of
devotees attending the event.

Balamuralikrishna has sung in French, and even
ventured into jazz fusion. Balamuralikrishna was a
singer, composer, music director, actor and an
instrumentalist who was an expert in playing
various instruments. He was a rare musician who
mastered the science of Carnatic music, followed the
tradition yet was innovative with his creativity. His
diction was impeccable and his voice was not only
mellifluous but very expressive. His presence of
mind on the stage was unique that captivated the
audience.

In the words of Swami Chinmayananda, “It is not
frequent that a nation discovers a Balamurali
krishna in its history”. Balamuralikrishna was a
precious jewel to Bharata Mata and will continue to
remain so though he passed away on 22 nd
November, 2016. He was honoured with Padma
Vibhushanin 1991.

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Meghnad N. Saha

Meghnad N. Saha, was born on Oct. 6,
1893 in Seoratali, near Dacca in India.
He was an Indian astrophysicist
noted for his development in 1920 of

~ |the thermal ionization equation,
% which, in the form perfected by the
' British astrophysicist Edward A.
Milne, has remained fundamental in all work on
stellar atmospheres. This equation has been widely
applied to the interpretation of stellar spectra, which
are characteristic of the chemical composition of the
light source. The Saha equation links the
composition and appearance of the spectrum with
the temperature of the light source and can thus be
used to determine either the temperature of the star
or the relative abundance of the chemical elements
investigated.
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Indian astrophysicist

Saha became professor of physics at the University
of Allahabad in 1923 and was elected a fellow of the
Royal Society in 1927. He went to the University of
Calcutta in 1938, where he was instrumental in the
creation of the Calcutta Institute of Nuclear Physics,
of which he became honorary director.

In his later years Saha increasingly turned his
attention to the social relation of science and
founded the outspoken journal Science and Culture
in 1935. In 1951 he was elected to the Indian
Parliament as an independent. He co-authored 'A
Treatise on Heat' (4th ed., 1958) and 'A Treatise on
Modern Physics' (1934). One of his most important
papers is “Ionization in the Solar Chromosphere.”
Hedied on Feb 16, 1956 at New Delhi.

As
per the ranking released on June 29, India claimed
the 100th spot, gathering 1204.90 points.

Using a process
known as electro-
wetting, a water drop
is deposited on a
metal substrate and
covered by a thin
insulating layer. When a voltage is applied to the
metal, it modifies the angle of the liquid drop.

Latest Scientific Invention

WATER DROP LENS

The liquid lens is comprised of two liquids, water and
oil, one is a conductor while the other is an insulator.
A variation in the voltage causes a change to the
curvature of the liquid to liquid interface, which
changes the focal length of the lens.

The use of liquids allows for low cost construction.
There are no moving parts and electrical
consumption is extremely low. The lens has a large
inverse focal length range, quick response, high
optical quality and can operate in a wide
temperature range.
