Satyashodhak Samaj (“Society of Truth Seekers”) to
promote social equality, unite and uplift Shudras
and other lower-caste people, and reverse the
socioeconomic inequality caused by the caste system.
The society also emphasized the importance of
education and encouraged people to conduct
weddings without Brahman priests. Phule made
clear that anyone was welcome to join Satyashodhak
Samaj, regardless of social class. Phule also opened
his personal water well for all people to use, which
symbolized his welcoming attitude, and he invited
people from all social classes into his home.

stopped his studies at an early age and began to work
on the family's farm. One of Phule's neighbours
helped persuade his father to send his son to school.
In the 1840s Phule attended a secondary school run
by Scottish Christian missionaries at Pune. Phule
was inspired by historical movements and thinkers
he learned about there. He was also inspired by
movements for independence and against slavery in
America as well as the works and teachings of the
Buddha and the mystic and poet Kabir.

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To publicize his ideas, Phule wrote books, essays,
poems, and plays. His best-known work is the book
Gulamagiri (Slavery), published in 1873.

In 1888 Phule was given the title Mahatma, which
means “Great Soul” in Sanskrit. He suffered a stroke
that same year that left him paralyzed. He died in
1890 in Pune.

Phule's work and writings inspired later movements
for caste reform in India, including that of Dalit
leader Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar, and ongoing
efforts to eliminate the discriminatory effects of the
caste systemin India represent his legacy today

KASTURBA GANDHI

Indian political activist

Kasturba Gandhi was born on April
11 in 1869, Porbandar, India. She
| was an Indian political activist who

i wife of Mohandas Karamchand
Gandhi.

Kasturba Kapadia was born to Gokuladas Kapadia,
a wealthy merchant, and his wife, Vrajkunwerba, in
the city of Porbandar along the Arabian Sea coast.
Her family and that of Mohandas Gandhi were
friends, and in 1882, when she was 13, the two were
married. She went to live in the Gandhi home in
Rajkot. Kasturba had received no schooling prior to
her marriage, and Mohandas took it upon himself to
give her an elementary education.

Kasturba first became involved in politics and social
activism in South Africa. In 1904 she helped
Mohandas and others establish the Phoenix
Settlement near Durban, a cooperative village
where residents shared chores and grew their own
food; later the family lived there for several years. In
1913 she was arrested and sentenced to three
months in prison for participating in a protest
against the treatment of Indian immigrants in
South Africa. The family left South Africa for the
final time in July 1914, travelling to England before
arriving in India in early 1915.

Kasturba began experiencing serious medical
problems while in South Africa, and thereafter she

often was in poor health. She was nevertheless
strong-willed and continued to participate in the
increasing number of civil actions and protests
across India that Mohandas and others organized.
She often took her husband's place when he was in
prison. Much of her time, however, was devoted to
helping to manage the various ashrams that she
helped Mohandas found.

In mid-1917, while Mohandas was working to
improve the lot of indigo farmers in Champaran,
Bihar, Kasturba concerned herself with the welfare
of the women there. In 1922 she participated in a
nonviolent civil disobedience (satyagraha)
movement in Borsad, Gujarat. Although she did not
take part in Mohandas's famous Salt March in 1930,
she did join in a number of civil disobedience
campaigns in the early 1930s and was arrested and
jailed several times.

In early 1939 she participated in nonviolent protests
against the British in Rajkot, after the women in the
city appealed directly to her. She was arrested and
kept in solitary confinement for a month near the
city, during which time her health further
deteriorated. In 1942 she was arrested again prior to
the Quit India Movement and was imprisoned (along
with Mohandas and many other pro-independence
leaders) in the Aga Khan Palace at Pune. While in
prison her chronic bronchitis worsened, and she
contracted pneumonia and suffered a series of heart
attacks before dyingin early 1944.

Ravi Varma was an Indian painter
best known for uniting Hindu
mythological subject matter with
European realist historicist painting
style. He was one of the first Indian
artists to use oil paints and to master

the art of lithographic reproduction of his work. In
addition to incidents in Hindu mythology, Varma
painted many portraits of both Indians and British
in India.

Varma was born on April 29, 1848 into an aristocratic
family in Travancore state. He showed an interest in

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drawing from an early age, and his uncle Raja Raja
Varma, noticing his passion for drawing on the
palace walls, gave him his first rudimentary lessons
in painting. When Varma was 14, Maharaja Ayilyam
Thirunal, ruler of Travancore at the time, became a
patron of his artistic career. Soon the royal painter
Rama Swamy Naidu started teaching him to paint
with watercolours. Three years later Varma began to
study oil painting with Theodore Jensen, a Danish-
born British artist.

Varma was the first Indian to use Western
techniques of perspective and composition and to
adapt them to Indian subjects, styles, and themes.
He won the Governor's Gold Medal in 1873 for the
painting Nair Lady Adorning Her Hair. He became a
much-sought-after artist among both the Indian
nobility and the Europeans in India, who
commissioned him to paint their portraits.

Though his portraits brought him fame, Varma
increasingly painted subjects in Indian mythology.
His representations of Hindu gods and goddesses
and characters in the epics and the Puranas
reflected his absorption in Indian culture. His

paintings, including Harischandra in Distress,
Jatayu Vadha, and Shri Rama Vanquishing the Sea,
captured dramatic moments from Indian mythology.
His depictions of Indian women drew such
appreciation that a beautiful woman would often be
described as looking “as if she had stepped out of a
Varma canvas.”

Varma adapted Western realism to pioneer a new
movement in Indian art. In 1894 he set up a
lithographic press in order to mass-produce copies of
his paintings as oleographs, enabling ordinary
people to afford them. That innovation resulted in
the tremendous popularity of his images, which
became an integral part of popular Indian culture
thereafter.

Varma was criticized severely by later artists who
saw the content of his work as only superficially
Indian because, despite depicting mythological
Indian themes, it imitated Western styles of
painting. That view was instrumental in the
formation of the Bengal School of Art (or Bengal
school), whose members explored ancient Indian
artistic traditions with a modernist sensibility.

J. C. KUMARAPPA
Indian Economist

J. C. Kumarappa was an Indian
economist and a close associate of
Mahatma Gandhi. A pioneer of rural
economic development theories,
Kumarappa is credited for
developing economic theories based
on Gandhism — a school of economic
thought he coined "Gandhian

economics."

Joseph Chelladurai Kumarappa was born on 4
January 1892 in Tanjore, present-day Tamil Nadu,
into a Christian family. He was the sixth child of
Solomon Doraisamy Cornelius, a Public Works
officer, and Esther Rajanayagam. S.D. Cornelius,
being one of the great old boys of William Miller, the
famous Principal of Madras Christian College, sent
his illustrious sons JC Cornelius and Benjamin
Cornelius to Doveton School and later on to Madras
Christian College. After becoming the followers of
Gandhi, both these brothers adopted their grand
father's name—Kumarappa—and were hailed as
Kumarappa brothers. J C Kumarappa later on
studied Economics and Chartered Accountancy in
Britain in 1919. In 1928 he travelled to the United

States to obtain degrees in Economics and Business
Administration at Syracuse University and
Columbia University.

On his return to India, Kumarappa published an
article on the British tax policy and its exploitation of
the Indian economy. He met Gandhi in 1929. At
Gandhi's request he prepared an economic survey of
rural Gujarat, which he published as A Survey of
Matar Taluka in the Kheda District (1931). He
strongly supported Gandhi's notion of village
industries and promoted Village Industries
Associations.

Kumarappa worked to combine Christian and
Gandhian values of "trusteeship”, non-violence and
a focus on human dignity and development in place
of materialism as the basis of his economic theories.
While rejecting socialism's emphasis on class war
and force in implementation, he also rejected the
emphasis on material development, competition and
efficiency in free-market economics. Gandhi and
Kumarappa envisioned an economy focused on
satisfying human needs and challenges while
rooting out socio-economic conflict, unemployment,

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poverty and deprivation. J. C. Kumarappa
responded positively to the Indian national
renaissance, and he and George rejected the idea
that British rule in India was ordained by divine
providence.

Kumarappa worked as a professor of economics at
the Gujarat Vidyapith in Ahmedabad, while serving
as the editor of Young India during the Salt
Satyagraha, between May 1930 and February 1931.
He helped found and organise the All India Village
Industries Association in 1935; and was imprisoned
for more than a year during the Quit India
movement.

Several of Gandhi's followers developed a theory of
environmentalism. Kumarappa took the lead in a
number of relevant books in the 1930s and 1940s. He
and Mirabehn argued against large-scale dam-and-
irrigation projects, saying that small projects were
more efficacious, that organic manure was better
and less dangerous than man-made chemicals, and
that forests should be managed with the goal of
water conservation rather than revenue
maximisation. The British and the Nehru

governments paid them little attention. Historian
Ramachandra Guha calls Kumarappa, "The Green
Gandhian," portraying him as the founder of modern
environmentalism in India.

After India's independence in 1947, Kumarappa
worked for the Planning Commission of India and
the Indian National Congress to develop national
policies for agriculture and rural development. He
also travelled to China, eastern Europe and Japan
on diplomatic assignments and to study their rural
economic systems. He spent some time in Sri Lanka,
where he received Ayurvedic treatment. He settled
near Madurai at the Gandhi Niketan Ashram,
T.Kallupatti (a school based on Gandhian education
system) constructed by freedom fighter and
Gandhian follower K. Venkatachalapathi, where he
continued his work in economics and writing.

He died on 30 January 1960, the 12th death
anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi, aged 68. After his
death the Kumarappa Institute of Gram Swaraj was
founded in his honour. His elder brother Bharatan
Kumarappa was also associated with Gandhi and
the Sarvodaya movement.
