Satish Dhawan, Indian aerospace engineer. authors 

September 2024

Satish Dhawan was born on 25 
September 1920. He was an Indian 
mathematician and aerospace 
engineer, widely regarded as the 
father of  experimental f luid 
dynamics research in India. Born in 
Srinagar, Dhawan was educated in 
India and further on in United 

States. Dhawan was one of the most 
eminent researchers in the field of turbulence and 
boundary layers, leading the successful and 
indigenous development of the Indian space 
programme. He succeeded M. G. K. Menon, as the 
third chairman of the Indian Space Research 
Organisation (ISRO) in 1972. The second launch pad 
of ISRO, Satish Dhawan space centre is named after 
him. He is greatly regarded as the man behind A. P. 
J. Abdul Kalam. 
Satish Dhawan was born in a Saraiki Hindu family. 
Dhawan was a graduate of a in Bachelor of Science in 
physics and mathematics, a bachelor's degree in 
Mechanical Engineering and a Master of Arts in 
English literature. In 1947, he completed a Master of 
Science degree in aerospace engineering from the 
University of Minnesota, Minneapolis, and an 
aeronautical engineering degree from the California 
Institute of Technology followed by a double PhD in 
mathematics and aerospace engineering under the 
supervision of his advisor Hans W. Liepmann in 
1951. 

In 1972, Dhawan became chairman of the Indian 
Space Research Organisation (ISRO) and secretary 
to the Government of India at the Department of 
Space.
APJ Abdul Kalam explained that in 1979 when he 
was the director of a Satellite Launch Vehicle, the 
mission failed to launch the satellite in the orbit. 
Instead, it was put into Bay of Bengal. Abdul 
Kalam's team knew that there was a leakage in the 
fuel of the system, but they hoped that the leakage 
was negligible, and thus they thought there was 
enough fuel in the system. This miscalculation led to 
the mission's failure. The next mission was prepared 
and launched successfully in 1980. When this 
succeeded, Satish Dhawan told Abdul Kalam to 
attend the press meet without his presence. It was 
observed that when the team failed, he took the 
blame. But when the team succeeded, he attributed 
the success to his team, thus portraying the picture 
of an ideal leader. Satish Dhawan was chairman of 
ISRO until 1984.
Dhawan joined as faculty at the Indian Institute of 
Science (IISc), Bangalore, in 1951 and became its 
director in 1962. His most important contributions 
are presented in the seminal book Boundary Layer 
Theory by Hermann Schlichting. He set up the 
country's first supersonic wind tunnel at IISc. He 
also pioneered research on relaminarization of 
separated boundary layer flows, three-dimensional 
boundary layers and trisonic flows.

PERSONALITY OF THE MONTH

Father of experimental fluid dynamics research in India

Father of Hindi literature and Hindi Theatre

Bharatendu Harishchandra (9 
September 1850 – 6 January 1885) 
was an Indian poet, writer and 
playwright. He authored several 
dramas, life sketches and travel 
accounts, using new media such as 
reports, publications, letters to 
editors of publications, translations, 

and literary works to shape public opinion. 
'Bharatendu Harishchandra' is often considered as 
the father of Hindi literature and Hindi theatre. He 
has been hailed as a Yug Charan for his writings 
depicting the exploitative nature of the British Raj. 

Writing under the pen name "Rasa", Harishchandra 
picked themes that demonstrated the agonies of the 
people. For instance, the country's poverty, 
dependency, inhuman exploitation, the unrest of the 
middle class and the urgent need for progression of 
the country. Referred as a fearless journalist, 
Harishchandra refuted the prevailing orthodoxy of 
the time and revealed the machination of the 
mahants and priests.  He was deeply moved by the 
Bengal Renaissance and decided to translate the 
genres of social, historical, and Puranic plays and 

novels into Hindi. This influence reflected in his 
Hindi translation of the Bengali drama 
Vidyasundar, three years later, in 1868.

He wrote under the pseudonym Girdhar Das. He was 
titled "Bharatendu" ("The moon of India") at a public 
meeting by scholars of Kashi in 1880 in recognition 
of his services as a writer, patron, and moderniser. 

He used new media, especially publications to shape 
public opinion. In doing so, he contributed to the 
development of modern forms of the Hindi language.

Although Urdu was used as the lingua franca across 
North India since the 18th Century, Harishchandra 
espoused the cause of reviving Hindi as part of his 
cultural and nationalist activities. He combined 
pleas for [the] use of Swadeshi articles with 
demands for replacement of Urdu by Hindi in 
courts and a ban on cow slaughter. He continued his 
campaign for a legal ban on cow slaughter on behalf 
of Maharaja of Benares, taking it to the Delhi 
Durbar. The Ministry of Information and 
Broadcasting of India gives the Bharatendu 
Harishchandra Awards since 1983 to promote 
original writings in Hindi mass communication. 
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One of Bengal's most prolific and 
popular novelists, Sarat Chandra 
Chattopadhyay, was born on 
September 15, 1876, in Hooghly, 
Bengal Presidency, India. He 
was  the  ch i ld  o f  Mot i la l  
Chattopadhyay and Bhuban 
mohini. He engaged him self in 
writing at a tender age. His 

earliest stories, Korel and Kashinath, are widely 
read even today.

During his teenage years, he went head over heels 
for western writings of authors like Marie Corelli, 
Charles Dickens and Henry Wood that he went up to 
the extent of choosing his alias to be “St. C. Lara”. He 
was too daring and undaunting. 

In 1900, he associated himself with the Banali 
Estate in Bihar and later worked as an assistant to 
the Settlement Officer in the Santhal district 
settlement. In 1903, he wrote his first short story 
titled 'Mandir'. He received Kuntolin Puraskar in 
1904 for the same. He moved to Burma in the same 
year and functioned as a clerk in a government office 
in Rangoon.

Later, he secured a permanent job in Burma 
Railway, particularly in the Accounts Department. 
While in Burma, he revised the drafts of his work 
that he wrote in Bhagalpur and simultaneously 
created new fiction works. After living there for 13 
years, he returned to Howrah in 1916. He occupied 
the position of the president of the Howrah district 

Support of space research
Dhawan carried out pioneering experiments in rural 
education, remote sensing and satell ite 
communications. His efforts led to operational 
systems like INSAT, a telecommunications satellite; 
IRS, the Indian Remote Sensing satellite; and the 
Polar Satellite Launch Vehicle (PSLV), that placed 
India in the league of space faring nations.
Honours
Dhawan died on 3 January 2002 in Bangalore. In 

honor of his contributions, the satellite launch 
center in Sriharikota, Andhra Pradesh, was 
renamed the Satish Dhawan Space Centre 
He Recivied Padma Vibhushan in 1981, Padma 
Bhushan in 1971, Indira Gandhi Award for National 
Integration in 1999, Distinguished Alumnus Award, 
Indian Institute of Science and Distinguished 
Alumnus Award, California Institute of  Technology, 
1969.

SARAT CHANDRA CHATTOPADHYAY

branch of the Indian National Congress between 
1921 and 1936.

He was a staunch feminist and was against the core 
Hindu orthodoxy. He wrote against superstition and 
bigotry. He was a non-believer in standard social 
systems. The large prevalence of patriarchy did not 
stop Sarat Chandra Chattopadhyay from writing 
about women and their suffering. His writings were 
quite authentic and revolutionary. The way he 
rejected social norms was clearly seen in his 
writings- 'Devdas', 'Parineeta', 'Biraj Bau' and 'Palli 
Samaj'. Apart from all this, the ongoing freedom 
movement in the country also motivated his 
writings. 'Pather Debi', which he wrote in 1926, was 
a story that revolved around a revolutionary 
movement operated in Burma and the Far East. 
'Sesh Prashna' was his last completed novel that was 
based on the problems involving love, marriage, 
individuals, and society. Sarat Chandra 
Chattopadhyay built strong female characters in his 
stories.

Around 50 films have been made on his works in 
several Indian languages. From Bengali and Hindi 
to Telugu, approximately 16 versions were made of 
the 'Devdas' novel alone. Even the movie 'Parineeta' 
was also made twice. Being a popular novelist and 
short story writer of the early 20th century, Sarat 
Chandra Chattopadhyay wrote more than 30 novels, 
novellas, and stories. The themes he used in his 
novels were influenced by the writings of Bankim 
Chandra Chatterjee. He passed away on January 16, 
1938, in Kolkata from liver cancer.

ASIMA CHATTERJEE
First female recipient of Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar Award

Asima Chatterjee was an Indian 
chemist noted for her work in the 
fields of organic chemistry and 
phytomedicine. Her most notable 
work includes research on vinca 
alkaloids, and the development of 
anti-epileptic and anti-malarial 
drugs.  She also authored a 

considerable volume of work on 
medicinal plants of the Indian subcontinent.
Asima Chatterjee was born on 23 September 1917 in 
Bengal. An excellent student, Chatterjee grew up in 
Calcutta, attending school and subsequently 
enrolling at the Scottish Church College, of the 
University of Calcutta, graduating with honours in 
chemistry in 1936. Asima Chatterjee graduated in 
1938 with a master's degree in organic chemistry 
from the University of Calcutta, completing a 

doctoral degree there in 1944. Her doctoral research 
focussed on the chemistry of plant products and 
synthetic organic chemistry. Among her notable 
instructors at the time were Prafulla Chandra Roy 
and Prof S.N. Bose.
Additionally she also had research experience from 
the University of Wisconsin, Madison and the 
Caltech. Chaterjee's research centered around 
natural products chemistry and resulted in anti-
convulsive, anti-malarial and chemotherapy drugs.
She joined the Lady Brabourne College, of the 
University of Calcutta in 1940 as the founding 
head of the department of chemistry.  In 1954, Asima 
Chatterjee joined the University College of Science 
of the University of Calcutta, as reader in pure 
chemistry. In  1962, Chatterjee was appointed the 
prestigious Khaira professorship of Chemistry at the 
University of Calcutta, a positioshe held till 1982.

She was a Premchand Roychand Scholar of the 
University of Calcutta. She was the second woman 
after Janaki Ammal to be conferred Doctorate of 
Science by an Indian University, the University of 
Calcutta in 1944. In 1972, she was appointed as the 
Honorary Coordinator of the Special Assistance 
Programme to intensify teaching and research in 
natural product chemistry, sanctioned by the 
University Grants Commission (India). In 1960, she 
was elected a Fellow of the Indian National Science 

Academy, New Delhi. In 1961, she received the 
Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar Award in chemical 
science, in the process becoming the first female 
recipient of this award. In 1975, she was conferred 
the prestigious Padma Bhushan and became the 
first lady scientist to be elected as the General 
President of the Indian Science Congress 
Association. She was conferred the D Sc (Honoris 
causa) degree by a number of universities. She was 
nominated by the President of India as a Member of 
the Rajya Sabha from February 1982 to May 1990.
