MUTHIAH ANNAMALAI CHIDAMBARAM
Indian Industrialist

Muthiah Annamalai Chidambaram 
was born on 12 October 1918. He was 
an Indian industrialist and cricket 
administrator. He was the youngest 
son of Raja Sir Annamalai Chettiar, 
Raja of Chettinad.

Chidambaram was born at Kanadukathan on 12 
October 1918, the third and youngest son of 
Annamalai Chettiar, the Raja of Chettinad. He was 
the younger brother of M. A. Muthiah Chettiar and 
M. A. Ramanathan Chettiar.

He started off with a scooter factory in Mumbai, 
Automobile Products of India in 1946 and later 
became the Director of the Indian Aluminium 
Company at a young age. He was instrumental in 
founding the Southern Petrochemical Industries 
Corporation (SPIC) and served as the chairman till 
his death. He was the Mayor of Madras in 1955.

He was the president of the Southern Indian 
Chamber of Commerce and Industry from 1951 to 
1957.

Chidambaram became the Vice President of the 
Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI)  in 1956, 
President from 1960–61 to 1962-63 and Treasurer 
for about twenty years. He was the head of Tamil 
Nadu Cricket Association (TNCA) for 32 years. He 
was also the President of All India Lawn Tennis 
Association from 1963 to 1966.

He played a significant role in the negotiations 
between the TNCA and the Madras Cricket Club 
over the construction of a stadium on the club's 
ground in Chepauk. Completed in 1980, this stadium 
was later named M. A. Chidambaram Stadium in his 
honour. He was also an honorary life member of 
MCC, the Marylebone Cricket Club.

Besides being a pioneering industrialist, MAC is also 
remembered for his contribution to several other 
fields. His trust contributed substantially to the 
Voluntary Health Service started by Dr K. Sanjeevi.

Chidambaram has a son A. C. Muthiah and a 
daughter Seetha. His nephew is the former Finance 
Minister of India P. Chidambaram.

India's two team and four individual gold medals are 
hailed as the beginning of the country's reign as the 
'best chess nation in the world'.
India's chess masters have created history by 
winning team gold medals in both men's and 
women's competitions at the 45th International 
Chess Federation (FIDE) Chess Olympiad in 
Budapest.

INDIA WINS HISTORIC DOUBLE TEAM GOLD AT 
FIDE CHESS  OLYMPIAD 2024

In addition to winning the team championships, 
India also walked away with four individual gold 
medals as the tournament wrapped up in the 
Hungarian capital.
Wins for Gukesh, Rameshbabu Praggnanandhaa 
and Arjun Erigaisi sealed gold in the men's event, 
known as the Open event, while Harika Dronavalli, 
Vaishali Rameshbabu, Divya Deshmukh, Vantika 
Agrawal, and Tania Sachdev won their respective 
games to secure gold in the women's competition.
Gukesh, Erigaisi, Deshmukh and Agrawal bagged 
individual gold medals on their respective boards.
The feat was termed an “unbelievable” achievement 
by India's chess great Viswanathan Anand. “It feels 
like a magical time for India,” the former five-time 
world champion said. The result was a few years in 
the making but for India to walk away with team and 
individual  honours exceeded everyone 's  
expectations.
The men's team won 27 of their 44 games, losing just 
once and drawing six. Their final round of matches 

was against Slovenia, whom they defeated 3.5-0.5, 
while the women's team beat Azerbaijan with the 
same score.
Gukesh, who has also qualified for the final of the 
World Chess Championship in November, said he 
was delighted that his team got over the line in a 
dominant fashion after having some close misses in 
the past.
India was declared a joint winner in the men's 
competition along with Russia in the 2020 edition, 
which was held online during the COVID-19 
pandemic.
Eighteen-year-old Deshmukh was a standout 
performer in the women's competition and remained 
undefeated, winning seven of her 11 games and 
drawing four.
The four-time world champion Susan Polgar 
predicted more wins for the Indians, saying: “This 
team will stay on top for years.”

Dr G Madhavan Nair was born 
o n  O c t o b e r  3 1 , 1 9 4 3  i n  
Thiruvananthapuram, Kerala. He 
graduated in Engineering from 
Kerala University in 1966 and 
underwent training at Bhabha 
Atomic Research Center (BARC), 

Bombay. He joined Thumba Equatorial Rocket 
Launching Station (TERLS) in 1967. Since then, he 
has held various positions posting illustrious 
milestones on his way to the position of Chairman 
ISRO. During his tenure of six years as Chairman, 
ISRO/Secretary, DOS, 25 successful missions were 
accomplished. He had taken initiatives towards 
development of futuristic technologies to enhance 
the space systems capabilities as well as to reduce 
the cost of access to space. He had given major thrust 
for evolving application programmes such as tele-
education and telemedicine for meeting the needs of 
society at large. He has initiated schemes for Village 
Resource Centres through satellite connectivity 
which was aimed at improving the quality of life of 
the poor people in the villages. 

In his tenure as the Director of the Liquid Propulsion 
Systems Centre from 1995-99, India's efforts 
towards indigenous development of cryogenic 
technology took concrete shape and vital 
infrastructures were built and critical technologies 
were developed. In his role as the Director of VSSC 
from 1999 till 2003 G.Madhavan Nair led VSSC, 
towards the development of India's Geo-
synchronous Satellite Launch Vehicle - GSLV, which 

had its successful flight in the very first attempt,. He 
was also responsible for charting the road map for 
future development of ISRO's activities, especially 
in the launch vehicle area targeting low cost access 
to space. Dr G Madhavan Nair had led the Indian 
delegations for bilateral cooperation and 
negotiations with many Space Agencies and 
Countries, specially with France, Russia, Brazil, 
Israel, etc.. Dr G Madhavan Nair has led the Indian 
delegation to the S&T Sub-Committee of United 
Nations Committee on Peaceful Uses of Outer Space 
(UN-COPUOS) since 1998.

He was the President of Astronautical Society of 
India (ASI) in 2004 and the Vice-President of 
Scientific Activities Committee of IAA in 2006 to 
2007.

He was the Chairman, of Space Commission & 
Secretary to Government of India, Department of 
Space, Bangalore and also the Chairman, Indian 
Space Research Organization, Bangalore.

He was the Chairman, Governing Body, National 
Remote Sensing Agency, Hyderabad and also the 
Chairman, of Antrix Corporation Limited, 
Bangalore. He was also the Director, Vikram 
Sarabhai Space Centre, Trivandrum between 1999 
and 2003.

He was the Programme Director, ILVP, VSSC, 
Trivandrum

And also Project Director, PSLV, Trivandrum.

He has been honoured with Padma Vibhushan 
(2009) and  Padma Bhushan (1998).
