PERSONALITY OF THE MONTH
KIRAN BEDI

Social activist

Kiran Bedi was born on June 9, 1949,
at Amritsar. She is an Indian social
activist who was the first woman to
"% join the Indian Police Service (IPS)
{ and was instrumental in introducing
prison reform in India. Bedi was the
second of four daughters. Her
education included an undergraduate degree in
English (1968), a master's degree in political science
(1970), a law degree (1988), and a Ph.D. in social
science (1993) with a focus on drug abuse and
domestic violence. She joined the IPS in 1972 and
went on to serve a variety of roles, including
narcotics officer, antiterrorist specialist, and
administrator.

Bedi earned recognition for the work she did as
inspector general of prisons, beginning in 1994. In
that capacity she reshaped one of the largest prisons
in the world—the Tihar prison complex, in Delhi—by

addressing the corruption and human rights abuses
she found there. She targeted sanitation and
nutrition problems at Tihar and also implemented
new literacy and drug treatment programmes there.

In 2003 Bedi became the first woman and the first
Indian to be appointed United Nations civilian police
adviser. She also founded two voluntary
nongovernmental organizations, Navjyoti (1988)
and India Vision Foundation (1994), both of which
were established to operate primary education
and adult literacy programmes and to offer
vocational training and counseling services for
women, as well as to provide drug rehabilitation for
prisoners. She was the recipient of numerous
awards in India and abroad. She was also an
accomplished tennis player.

From 2016 to 2021 Bedi served as lieutenant
governor of Puducherry union territory.

G. SANKARA KURUP

Nationalist poet

G Sankara Kurup (1901-1978), often
known as “Mahakavi G”, was a poet
and scholar from the Ernakulam
district in Kerala. He was a key figure
in the Kerala Renaissance Movement
and wrote extensively on liberty,
religion, and culture to revive the
state's rich heritage and traditions. His nationalist
writings, however, are undoubtedly his most well-
known works.

Kurup's work on Indian nationalism emphasized the
humanistic dimensions of the struggle for liberty. He
saw Indian nationalism as a war for social justice,
religious and cultural equality, economic liberation,
and freedom from colonial authority. His writings,
which highlighted the importance of education in
building an educated, progressive society,
demonstrate his confidence in the potential of
education for freedom. He also emphasized the
importance of unity among all segments of society,



and he urged Hindus, Muslims, and other minorities
to safeguard their rights while also promoting
brotherhood and unity.

Overall, the nationalist writings of G Sankara
Kurup were instrumental in uniting the people of
Kerala and bringing about a change in the social and

economic conditions in the state. His ideas helped
build awareness and created a consciousness of
national identity among the people of the state.
His writings inspired the youth and ultimately led
to a more unified and less divided population who
had a sense of pride in their culture and heritage.

Bharatiya Vidya Bhavan, Coimbatore, conducted a
Human Excellence Orientation on May 26, 2025,
reaffirming its commitment to value-based
education. The event began at 9:00 am with a
traditional inaugural ceremony, attended by
dignitaries including Chairman

Narayanan, Principals Shri. R. G. Shankar and Smt.

Principal Shri. R. G. Shankar welcomed the

Session 1:
Topic: The Importance of Values in Shaping
Individuals

Swami Jagadatmananda of Arsha Vidya Gurukulam
emphasized Dharma as the foundation of Indian
culture and the essence of true education. Quoting
Vedic teachings, he advocated the pursuit of self-
knowledge and personal transformation. He
introduced four key spiritual disciplines:

< Viveka (discernment)

¢ Vairagya (detachment)

< Shama Damadi Shatka Sampathi (mental
discipline)

<  Mumukshutvam (desire for liberation)

He also elaborated on the Four Streams of
Yoga—Bhakti, Karma, Raja, and Jnana Yoga—as
pathways to emotional stability and spiritual
growth. He concluded by stating that wvalue
education is a shared responsibility and should be
instilled with love, logic, and activity-based
methods.

Session2:

Topic: Our Rich Indian Culture, Heritage, and
Patriotism

In the second session, Shri. Subramaniam stressed
the importance of traditional Indian values in
modern education. He praised the Indian family
system and emphasized value-based teaching, citing
India's rich contributions to science and
spirituality.

He encouraged teachers to promote qualities like
honesty, obedience, and sincerity over mere
academic results. Highlighting that “life education”
is India's true strength, he urged educators to
steer clear of comparisons, political discussions,
and focus on inspiring students through
real-life examples and patriotism.

He concluded with a call to preserve Indian
traditions, respect for elders, and nurturing
responsible, value-centered citizens.

Academic Orientation - 27.5. 2025
Session 1 :

Topic: Challenges Faced by Teachers and Ways
to Overcome

The first session of the Academic Orientation
addressed the challenges modern educators face and
explored ways to overcome them.

Smt. Maheshwari, Principal (Ajjanur), welcomed
the gathering, stressing the need for 21st-century
skills like critical thinking. Shri. Ravindran,
Treasurer, emphasized the teacher's role in guiding
and assessing students effectively.

The Resource person Shri.Krishnankutty M S
highlighted today's educational complexities,
stressing that challenges should be viewed as
opportunities. The key focus wason the "3 L's":

< Learning Skill < Literacy Skill <> Life Skill

He introduced the FLIPS framework:
Flexibility, Leadership, Initiative, Productivity, and
Social Skills. The importance of 360-degree
assessment (teacher, peer, parent, self) was
emphasized, along with collaborative learning,
communication, and cultivating curiosity.

Teachers were encouraged to respect students,
inspire them through choice and motivation, and
nurture creativity through debates, puzzles, and
critical thinking.
