To acquire knowledge, one must study; but to acquire wisdom, one must observe
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Anandi Joshi began her medical education at age 19.
In America, her declining health worsened because
of the cold weather and unfamiliar diet. She
contracted tuberculosis. Nevertheless, she
graduated with an MD on 11 March 1886; the topic of
her thesis was "Obstetrics among the Aryan
Hindoos". On her graduation, Queen Victoria sent
her a congratulatory message.

In late 1886, Anandi Joshi returned to India,
receiving a hero's welcome. The princely state of
Kolhapur appointed her as the physician-in-charge
of the female ward of the local Albert Edward
Hospital.

Anandi Joshi died early the next year on 26
February 1887 before turning 22. Her death was
mourned throughout India.

SURYA SEN

Popularly Known as Masterda

Surya Sen, also known as Surya
Kumar Sen and popularly known as
Masterda, was born on 22 March
= 1894 in a Baidya family in the
Chittagong neighbourhood of
Noapara, in the Raozan Upazila.
He was an Indian revolutionary
who played a significant role in the
battle for Indian independence against British
colonial rule in India. Surya Sen is remembered for
having commanded the 1930 Chittagong
armoury raid. He actively participated in the
Non-Cooperation Movement before being
detained and held in prison for about two years
(1926-1928) due to his revolutionary activities.
a talented and motivating organizer, was known
for remarking that "Humanism is a distinctive
virtue of arevolutionary".

On 18 April 1930, Sen led a party of revolutionaries

in an attack on the Chittagong armoury police and

auxiliary force arsenal. The complex strategy
involved stealing weapons from the armoury
and destroying the city's communications
infrastructure in order to cut off Chittagong
from the rest of the British Raj. They were unable to
seize the munitions, though. A few days later, one of
the British Indian Army units trapped a sizable
portion of the rebel party in the neighbouring
Jalalabad Hills. Twelve revolutionaries lost their
lives in the subsequent battle.

Masterda and the other remaining revolutionaries
split off into smaller groups, hid in nearby
villages, and carried out raids on people and
property owned by the government. Masterda was
detained on 16 February 1933, put on trial, and
executed on 12 January 1934. Many of his
fellow rebels were also apprehended and given long

MANABENDRA NATH ROY
Indian politician

Manabendra Nath Roy was born on
February 22, 1887, Arbelia, India. He
was a leader of India's communists
until the independence of India in
1947.

His interest in social and political
issues eventually led to involvement
with various Indian groups engaged in trying to
overthrow British colonial rule by acts of terrorism.

In 1915 he became involved in a plot by Bengal
revolutionaries to smuggle arms into India. The plot
failed, and he vainly searched for the needed arms
among various countries of East and Southeast Asia.
In 1916 he reached San Francisco, Calif., where he
changed his name to Manabendra Nath Roy.

Moving to Mexico, Roy helped found the Mexican
Communist Party soon after the Bolshevik
Revolution in Russia. In Moscow he made a

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favourable impression on Russian communist
leader Vladimir Ilich Lenin and was put on the
executive committee of the Communist
International (Comintern). Breaking with the
Comintern in 1929 over the policies of Soviet
leader Joseph Stalin, Roy tried to return
secretly to India but was arrested by the
British and imprisoned. He was released a
few years later and joined the Indian

National Congress. Giving higher immediate
priority to the defeat of fascism than to Indian
independence, Roy opposed the Congress in its
reluctance to aid the British in World War II. After
India gained independence in 1947, Roy abandoned
communism and became a founder of radical
humanism, a mixture of socialist and liberal
humanitarian ideas. He died on January 25, 1954, in
Dehra Dun
