PERSONALITY OF THE MONTH

VINAYAK DAMODAR SAVARKAR
Indian nationalist

VinayakDamodarSavarkar was 
born on May 28, 1883, Bhagur, 
India. He was a Hindu and 
 Indian nationalist and leading 
figure in the Hindu Mahasabha 
(“Great Society of Hindus”), a 
Hindu nationalist organization and 
political party. His definition of 

Hindutva launched the modern Hindu nationalist 
movement.

While a student of law in London (1906–10), 
Savarkar helped to instruct a group of Indian 
revolutionaries in methods of sabotage and 
assassination that associates of his had apparently 
learned from expatriate Russian revolutionaries in 
Paris. During this period he wrote ‘The Indian War 
of Independence’, 1857 (1909), in which he took the 
view that the Indian Mutiny of 1857 was the first 
expression of Indian mass rebellion against British 
colonial rule.

In March 1910 Savarkar was arrested on various 
charges relating to subversion and incitement to war 
and was sent to India for trial and was convicted. 
In a second trial he was convicted of complicity in 
the assassination of a British district magistrate in 
India, and, after sentencing, he was transported to 
the Andaman Islands for detention “for life.” He was 
brought back to India in 1921 and released in 1924.

While imprisoned, he wrote Essentials of Hindutva 
(1923), coining the term Hindutva (“Hindu-
ness”), which sought to define Indian culture as a 
manifestation of Hindu values rooted in the Indian 
subcontinent. The epigraph of his book defines the 
concept: “A HINDU means a person who regards 
this land of BHARATVARSHA, from the Indus to 
the Seas as his Father-Land as well as his Holy-
Land that is the cradle land of his religion.” (Bharata 
is the Sanskrit name—Bharat in Hindi—for the 
Indian subcontinent, and varsha means “country” 
in Sanskrit.) This concept grew to become a main 
tenet of Hindu nationalist ideology and the groups 
that were developed to promulgate that ideology, 
such as the RashtriyaSwayamsevakSangh (RSS), 
a paramilitary organization that was founded in 
1925 based on Savarkar’s ideas.

Savarkar resided in Ratnagiri, India, until 1937, 
when he joined the Hindu Mahasabha, which 
militantly defended the Hindus’ claims of religious 
and cultural supremacy over Indian Muslims. He 
served as president of the Mahasabha for seven 
years. In 1943 he retired to Bombay (now Mumbai). 
When Mahatma Gandhi was assassinated in 
1948 by a Hindu nationalist who was a member 
of the Mahasabha, Savarkar was implicated but 
was acquitted in his subsequent trial because 
of insufficient evidence.He died on February 26, 
1966, Bombay.

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TENZING NORGAY
Nepali-Indian Mountaineer

NANA SAHIB
Indian Rebel

Tenzing Norgay was born on 
May 15, 1914, Khumbu region, 
Nepal. He was a Nepali-Indian 
Sherpa mountaineer who in 1953 
became, with Edmund Hillary of 
New Zealand, the first person to 
set foot on the summit of Mount 
Everest, the world’s highest peak 

(approximately 29,035 feet [8,850 meters];  At the 
age of 19 he was chosen as a porter for his first 
expedition; in 1935 he accompanied Eric Shipton’s 
reconnaissance expedition of Everest. In the next 
few years Tenzing took part in more Everest 
expeditions than any other climber.

 After World War II Tenzing became a sirdar, 
or organizer of porters, and in this capacity 
accompanied a number of expeditions. In 1952 the 
Swiss made two attempts on the southern route up 
Everest, on both of which Tenzing was sirdar. He 
went as sirdar of the British Everest expedition 
of 1953 and formed the second summit pair with 

Nana Sahib was a prominent 
leader in the Indian Mutiny of 
1857–58. Although he did not 
plan the outbreak, he assumed 
leadership of the sepoys (British-
employed Indian soldiers).

Adopted in 1827 by BajiRao II, 
the last Maratha peshwa (ruler), Nana Sahib was 
educated as a Hindu nobleman. On the death of the 
exiled BajiRao in 1852, he inherited the peshwa’s 
home in Bithur (now in Uttar Pradesh state). 
Although Nana Sahib’s adoptive father had pleaded 
that his £80,000-a-year life pension be extended to 
Nana Sahib, the British governor-general of India, 
Lord Dalhousie, refused. Nana Sahib sent an agent, 
Azimullah Khan, to London to push his claims, but 
without success. On his return Azimullah told Nana 
Sahib he was unimpressed by the supposed British 
military strength in the Crimean War.

After his feat he was regarded as a legendary 
hero by many Nepalese and Indians. His many 
honours included Britain’s George Medal and the 
Star of Nepal (Nepal Tara). Man of Everest (1955; 
also published as Tiger of the Snows), written 
in collaboration with James Ramsey Ullman, is 
an autobiography. After Everest (1978), as told 
to Malcolm Barnes, tells of his travels after the 
Everest ascent and his directorship of the Field 
Training Himalayan Mountaineering Institute in  
Darjeeling, which the Indian government 
established in 1954. Tenzing: Hero of Everest (2003), 
a biography of Tenzing Norgay by mountaineer  
and journalist Ed Douglas, is a sensitive  
appreciation of his life, achievements, and 
disappointments.He died on May 9, 1986, 
Darjeeling, West Bengal, India.

That report, the refusal of his claim, and threats 
of the sepoys led him to join the sepoy battalions 
at Kanpur in rebellion in June 1857. He had  
sent Sir Hugh Wheeler, commander of  
British forces at Kanpur, a letter warning of 
the attack—a sardonic gesture to his former 
friends. A safe conduct given to the British under  
General Wheeler by Nana Sahib was broken on 
June 27, and British women and children were 
massacred at Nana Sahib’s palace. Lacking 
military knowledge, he could not command the 
mutinous sepoys, though he had the satisfaction 
of being declared peshwa in July 1857 by the 
 rebel leader Tantia Tope and his followers 
after the capture of Gwalior. Defeated by  
General Henry Havelock and in December  
1857 by Sir Colin Campbell (later Baron Clyde), 
he appointed a nephew, Rao Sahib, to give  
orders to Tantia. In 1859 Nana Sahib was driven 
into the Nepal hills, where he is thought to have 
died.

Every charitable act is a stepping stone towards heaven 
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Sumitranandan Pant was born on 
20 May 1900. He was an Indian 
poet. He was one of the most 
celebrated 20th century poets of 
the Hindi language and was known 
for romanticism in his poems which 
were inspired by nature, people 
and beauty within.

His father served as the manager of a local tea 
garden, and was also a landholder, so Pant was 
never in want financially growing up. He grew up in 
the same village and always cherished a love for the 
beauty and flavor of rural India, which is evident in 
all his major works.

Pant enrolled in Queens College in Banaras in 
1918. There he began reading the works of Sarojini 
Naidu and Rabindranath Tagore, as well as English 
Romantic poets. These figures would all have 
a powerful influence on his writing. In 1919 he 
moved to Allahabad to study at Muir College. He 
then focussed more on poetry, publishing Pallav in 
1926. This collection established him as a literary 
giant of the Hindi renaissance that had begun with 
Jaishankar Prasad. 

Pant moved to Kalakankar in 1931. For nine 
years he lived a secluded life close to nature. 
Simultaneously he grew enamored with the works 
and thinking of Karl Marx and Mahatma Gandhi, 
dedicating several verses to them in the poetry

he produced during this time. Pant returned to 
Almora in 1941 where he attended drama classes 
at the Uday Shankar Cultural Centre. He also read 
Sri Aurobindo’s The Life Divine, which heavily 
influenced him. He is considered one of the major 
poets of the Chhayavaadi school of Hindi literature. 
Pant mostly wrote in Sanskritized Hindi. Pant 
authored twenty-eight published works including 
poetry, verse plays and essays.

Apart from Chhayavaadi poems, Pant also wrote 
progressive, socialist, humanist poems and 
philosophical (influenced by Sri Aurobindo) poems. 
Pant eventually moved beyond this style. 

In 1960, Pant received the Sahitya Academy award, 
given by India’s Academy of Letters.

In 1968, Pant became the first Hindi poet to receive 
the Jnanpith Award, considered to be India’s 
highest accolade for literature. This was awarded to 
him for a collection of his most famous poems titled 
Chidambara.

The Indian Government honuored him with Padma 
Bhushan in 1961.

SumitraNandan Pant composed the Kulgeet 
of the Indian Institute of Technology Roorkee  
“ -JayatiVidyaSansthan”.

Pant died on 28 December 1977, at Allahabad 
(Prayagraj), Uttar Pradesh.  His childhood house in 
Kausani has been converted into a museum. 

S. GANESH
Indian Geneticist 

Subramaniam Ganesh was born 
on 23 May 1968. He is an Indian 
geneticist, molecular biologist and 
a professor at the department 
of biological sciences and bio-
engineering of the Indian Institute 
of Technology, Kanpur. Known 

for his pioneering studies on Lafora progressive 
myoclonic epilepsy and other neurodegenerative 
disorders, Ganesh is an elected fellow of the Indian 
Academy of Sciences and the National Academy of 
Sciences, India. The Department of Biotechnology of 
the Government of India awarded him the National 

Bioscience Award for Career Development, one of the 
highest Indian science awards, for his contributions 
to biosciences in 2008.

Born on 23 May 1968 in the south Indian state of 
Tamil Nadu, Ganesh completed his undergraduate 
studies at the University of Madras in 1988 and 
earned an MSc in 1990.Subsequently, he joined the 
Banaras Hindu University for his doctoral studies 
to secure a PhD in 1996. His post-doctoral work 
was at the Indian Institute of Science from 1997 
to 1998 after which he moved to Japan to start 
his career as a staff scientist at the RIKEN Brain 
Science Institute. On his return to India in 2002, he

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joined the Indian Institute of Technology, Kanpur 
(IITK) as a member of faculty at the department 
of biological sciences and bio-engineering (BSBE) 
where he serves as the P.K. Kelkar Chair Professor. 
At IITK, he has set up his laboratory of human 
molecular genetics, popularly known as Ganesh 
Laboratory, and is the principal investigator, while 
hosting many research scholars.

Ganesh’s research focus has been in the fields of 
human molecular genetics and neuroscience and 
he is known to have carried out extensive work on 
the genetic forms of neurodegenerative disorders. 
During his early days at IITK, he led a team of 
scientists researching on the Lafora disease (LD) 
to establish the role played by LD proteins in 
protein quality control and their work widened the 
understanding of the disorder.Later, he focused his 
work to other neurodegenerative disorders such as 
central nervous system diseases, cardiovascular 
disorders and developmental disorders,with 

emphasis on their pathways, while working on 
developing new therapeutic protocols.

He serves as an associate editor of the Journal of 
Genetics of the Indian Academy of Science.

The Department of Biotechnology of the 
Government of India awarded him the National 
Bioscience Award for Career Development, one of 
the highest Indian science awards in 2008and he 
received the Scopus Young Indian Scientists Award 
the same year.He received one more award in 2008, 
the B. M. Birla Science Prize of the B. M. Birla 
Science Foundation.The Science Research Council 
of the Department of Atomic Energy selected him 
for the Outstanding Research Investigator Award 
in 2010 and he received the RajibGoyal Prize of 
Kurukshetra University in 2011. The National 
Academy of Sciences, India elected him as a fellow 
in 2012;the same year as he received the CDRI 
Award of the Central Drug Research Institute. He 
also featured in the list of Top 25 Scientists in India 
published by India Today.
